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MEMBER BANKS
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ECONOMIC SCENE

India continues to hold the distinction of being the
fastest growing major economy in the post
covid19 world, during 2023-24 as well. On the top
of real GDP growth of 7.27% in 2022-23, the real
GDP is projected to grow by 7.3% during 2023-24,
according to the latest release by the National
Statistical Office. The latest IMF data indicate that
India which is now the fifth largest economy in the
world is set to overtake Japan in 2026 and
Germany in 2027 to become the third largest
economy. Strong domestic demand remains the
main driver of growth, which to a large extent
cushioned the economy from multiple external
head winds in spite of its increasing integration
with global economy through trade and finance.
The economy during 2023-24 has demonstrated
remarkable resilience by controlling inflation,
making balance sheets of banks and corporates
stronger than before, making progress in fiscal
consolidation as planned and maintaining
comfortable external balances with strong forex

reserves. Wide ranging reforms in economic policies
coupled with a steep rise in infrastructural
investments - both physical and digital carried out by
the Govt in recent years have significantly increased
the medium and long term growth potential of the
economy with focus on sustainability. Govt has also
initiated several schemes to achieve the goal of Net
Zero Mission by 2070 including harnessing of
offshore wind energy generation for an initial
capacity of 1 Giga Walt, scaling up biomass
segregation, expanding Electronic Vehicle (ev)
sector by incentivizing manufacturing and charging
infrastructure. Govt has also taken several measures
to enhance the role of cooperative sector in
economic development and set a goal of increasing
the share of cooperative sector in the GDP from the
present 10% to 40% during Amrit Kaal (2022-2047).
The cooperative institutions engaged in the
construction, labour and infrastructure development
are now given equal opportunities to take advantage
of the large scale infrastructure push.

AGRICULTURE 2023-24

The agricultural sector, which is estimated to
constitute 18 per cent of India's Gross Value
Addition (GVA) in FY24, is the bedrock of the
nation's economy. Despite challenges posed by the
global health crisis and variability in climate
conditions, the sector has demonstrated
remarkable tenacity and resilience, contributing
significantly to India's economic recovery and
development. The sector grew at a higher average
annual rate of 3.7 per cent from FY15 to FY23
compared to 3.4 per cent from FY05 to FY14. For

the year FY23, the sector grew at 4.0 per cent as
compared to the previous year.

The total food grains production for FY23 was
329.7 million tonnes, marking a rise of 14.1 million
tonnes compared to the previous year. The average
food grain production per year in million tonnes
was 289 in FY15 to FY23, compared to 233 in FY05
to FY14. Rice, wheat, pulses, Nutri/coarse cereals,
and oilseeds witnessed record increases in
production. India's global dominance extends
across agricultural commodities, making it the



largest producer of milk, pulses, and spices
worldwide. Additionally, India is the second-largest
producer of fruits, vegetables, tea, farmed fish,
sugarcane, wheat, rice, cotton, and sugar. The
improved performance is also reflected in a
substantial surge in agriculture exports, reaching
%4.2 lakh crore in FY23, surpassing the previous
year's records. Given opportunities and an
appropriate policy setting, India’s farmers have
demonstrated their capability to meet food
demand of the rest of the world. The potential is
still huge.

The Indian government has implemented several
strategic measures to bolster the agriculture
sector's growth and resilience. One notable
intervention is the consistent increase in Minimum
Support Prices (MSPs) for 22 Kharif and Rabi crops.
Since the agricultural year 2018-19, the
government has ensured a minimum of 50 per cent
margin over the all-India weighted average cost of
production for each crop covered under MSP. This
price support also aims to reduce India's import
dependence and foster diversification towards
pulses, oil, and commercial crops. Accordingly, the
highest increase in MSP was approved for lentil
(masur) at Y425 per quintal, followed by rapeseed
and mustard at 3200 per quintal in 2023-24.

The policy initiatives, such as Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Maandhan Yojana (PM-KMY), Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN), and Pradhan Mantri
Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY), have played a pivotal
role in providing financial and income support to
farmers. PM-KISAN, launched in 2019,
supplements the financial needs of landholding
farmers by transferring 36,000 per year in three
equal four-monthly instalments. As of December
12, 2023, over 2.8 lakh crore have been
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transferred to more than 11 crore beneficiaries.
Additionally, the government provides pension
benefits to 23.4 lakh small and marginal farmers
enrolled under the PM-KMY. The success of PMFBY,
offering simple and affordable crop insurance
against non-preventable natural causes, is evident
from 55.5 crore farmer applications insured since
2016-17 andX1.5 lakh crore paid as claims.

The government has actively promoted digital
inclusion and mechanisation to foster productivity.
The launch of the digital platform e-NAM (National
Agriculture Market) in 2016 has facilitated the
integration of Agriculture Produce Marketing
Committees (APMC) mandis and has provided
multi-faceted benefits to farmers, farmer-producer
organisations (FPOs), buyers and traders. The
number of markets linked to the e-NAM platform
has increased from 250 in 2016 to 1,389 in 2023,
facilitating the online trading of 209 agriculture and
horticulture commodities. The platform has
witnessed the registration of over 1.8 crore farmers
and 2.5 lakh traders, promoting market
opportunities through a transparent price
discovery system and online payment facility.
Further, the value of trade on the platform has
increased from 0.3 lakh crore in August 2017 to
over X3 lakh crore in November 2023.

The government's push for technology adoption is
evident in its efforts to make drone technology
affordable to farmers. Financial assistance at 100
per cent of the drone cost and contingent
expenditure has been provided for demonstrations
on farmers' fields. In addition, the government is
taking steps to strengthen the cooperative
movement by computerising Primary Agricultural
Credit Societies (PACS). The linkage of 62,318
functional PACS with NABARD through a single



National Software Network reflects the
commitment to improving the credit delivery
systems in rural areas. The government has also
created Agristack, a federated architecture for
effective planning, monitoring, policy-making,
strategy formulation, and implementation of
schemes. Collectively, these initiatives contribute
to enhancing farmers' access to quality inputs,
timely information, credit, insurance, and market
opportunities, all at lower costs and higher
convenience.

The focus on enhancement in post-harvest
infrastructure investment through the Agriculture
Infrastructure Fund (AIF) and Pradhan Mantri
Kisan Sampada Yojana (PMKSY), adoption of
sustainable agriculture practices like the Per Drop
More Crop Component of the Pradhan Mantri Krishi
Sinchayi Yojana (PMKSY-PDMC) and promotion of
Natural Farming to transform agriculture making it
more resilient.

Ensuring food security is a cornerstone of
government policies, especially for vulnerable
populations. Timely and efficient procurement and
distribution of food grains are paramount. Over 830
Lakh Metric Tons (LMT) of paddy have been
procured for the Central Pool up to June 19, 2023,
under MSP operations. The ongoing paddy
procurement operations for the Kharif Marketing
Season of 2022-23 have benefitted over 1.2 crore
farmers, with an MSP outflow of 1.7 lakh crore
directly transferred into their accounts. Wheat
procurement in the current season, up to June 19,
2023, has surpassed last year's total procurement
by 74 LMT, reaching 262 LMT. Further, to ensure
remunerative prices to the farmers for their
produce, the government introduced the Pradhan
Mantri Annadata Aay Sanrakshan Abhiyan (PM-
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AASHA) scheme in 2018. In addition to these
procurement operations, the Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY) launched during the
Covid-19 outbreak to provide free food grains to
about 81.4 crore beneficiaries (Antyodaya Anna
Yojana households and Priority Households
beneficiaries) under the PMGKAY have been
extended for five years starting from January 1,
2024.

While the agriculture sector has performed well
consistently, continuous innovation in farming
practices, crop variety improvements, and
technology adoption are essential to meet the
growing demands for diversified and nutritious
food baskets. Further, policy consistency and
continuity that expand market and production
choices for farmers, which, at the same time, keep
the larger environmental and ecological
considerations and natural resources availability
and demand in the country, will be useful in
encouraging farmers to adopt new technologies
and practices.

‘SAHAKAR-SE-SAMRIDDHI- MAJOR
INITIATIVES OF THE MINISTRY OF
COOPERATION

The Ministry of Cooperation under the visionary
leadership of Shri Amit Shah as the first
Cooperation Minister of the country since its
formation in July 2021 has taken more than 50
major initiatives so far to realise the vision of
Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi
‘Sahakar-se-Samriddhi’. These initiatives are listed
under 31 major heads as below.

1. Model Bye-Laws for making PACS
Multipurpose

Ministry of Cooperation prepared Model Byelaws



for PACS in consultation with States and Union
Territories as well as other stakeholders. Model
Byelaws facilitate PACS to offer a complete range of
credit and non credit services required in the rural
sector. The Model Byelaws is a major initiative to
convert PACS to multi purpose societies catering to
the entire credit and non credit needs of rural
population. 31 States/Union Territories have
already adopted the Model Byelaws of PACS and
the process of implementation of Model Byelaws is
underway in the remaining States/Union
Territories.

2. Strengthening of PACS through
Computerization

To enhance the efficiency of PACS, computerization
of PACS/LAMPS has been started. Total 63,000
functional PACS/LAMPS are being linked with
NABARD through a single National Software
Network.

3. Establishment of Multipurpose PACS/
Dairy/Fisheries Cooperative Societies in
every Panchayat/Village

The Union Cabinet in February 2023 approved the
Scheme for setting up 2 lakh new Multi-purpose
PACS/Dairy/Fisheries Cooperative Societies in the
Panchayats/Villages not covered so far, in the next
5 years. The scheme is currently under
implementation in 23 States/UTs.

4. World's largest Decentralized Grain
Storage Program in Cooperative sector
to ensure food security

The Govt in May 2023 approved the World's largest
food storage scheme in the cooperative sector.
Under this scheme, different types of agricultural
infrastructure such as godowns, custom hiring
centres, processing units, fair price shops etc. will
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be created by convergence of various schemes of
the Government of India at the PACS level.

5. PACS as Common Service Centres (CSCs)
for better access to e-Services

An MoU has been signed on 02.02.2023 between
Ministry of Cooperation, Ministry of Electronics and
Information Technology, NABARD and CSC e-
Governance Services India Limited for providing
CSC services through PACS, after which PACS have
now become capable of providing more than 300 E-
services provided by CSC. Hon’ble Cooperation
Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated this project on
July 21, 2023 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. There
is a plan to provide CSC facilities through all the
functional PACS/LAMPS of the country which are
being computerised by January 2024.

6. Formation of new Farmer Producer
Organizations (FPOs) by PACS

Under the FPO scheme, it has been decided to allot
1100 additional FPOs to the National Cooperative
Development Corporation (NCDC) in cooperative
sector. Now, PACS will be able to do other economic
activities related to agriculture as FPOs. This
initiative will also be helpful in providing the
members of the cooperative societies with the
necessary market linkage to get fair and
remunerative prices for their produce. Hon'ble
Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated
this project on July 14, 2023 at IECC, Pragati
Maidan, New Delhi. An action plan has been
prepared by NCDC for formation of FPOs in 629
uncovered blocks of 16 States/Union Territories.

7. Eligibility of PACS for LPG Distributorship

On the initiative of Ministry of Cooperation, the
Petroleum Ministry has amended its rules to make
PACS eligible for LPG distributorship, after which



PACS will also be able to distribute LPG. Guidelines
have been issued for obtaining LPG distributorship
by PACS.

8. Permission to convert Bulk Consumer
Petrol Pump operated by PACS into retail
outlets

The Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas has also
given consent to convert the existing bulk
consumer licensee PACS into retail outlets. The
Government of India has invited online applications
for converting the bulk consumer petrol pumps
operated by PACS into retail outlets.

9. Priority to PACS for new Petrol/Diesel
Pump dealerships

PACS will also be given priority in new Petrol/Diesel
Pump dealerships. Advertisement has also been
issued by OMC/Petroleum Ministry for PACS to
apply under Combined Category 2 (CC-2).
Government of India has invited online applications
from PACS for allotment of new Petrol/Diesel
Pumps.

10. PACS as Jan Aushadhi Kendra for access
to generic medicines at Rural level

Based on the suggestion of MoC, the Ministry of
Chemicals and Fertilizers has decided to open
1,000 Jan Aushadhi Kendras by August, 2023 and
2,000 Jan Aushadhi Kendras by December, 2023 at
identified PACS. With this initiative, cheaper
generic medicines will be available to the common
people at the Village/Block level and PACS will get
additional employment opportunities.

11. PACS as Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samridhi
Kendra (PMKSK)

The Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers decided to
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upgrade the PACS already functioning as fertilizer
distribution centres as Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Samridhi Kendras (PMKSK). It was also decided to
make PACS act as drone entrepreneurs for spraying
fertilizers and pesticides. Additionally, drones can
also be used for property surveys. This will create
new business opportunities for PACS and increase
their profits. As per information provided by
States/UTs, 29,119 PACS in 22 States/UTs have
been upgraded to PMKSK, remaining are in
progress.

12. Micro-ATMs to Bank Mitra Cooperative
Societies with the help of NABARD

Dairy and Fisheries cooperative societies have also
been made Bank Mitra of District Central
Cooperative Banks and State Cooperative Banks.
To ensure their ease of doing business,
transparency and financial inclusion, Micro-ATMs
are also being given to these Bank Mitra Co-
operative Societies with support from NABARD to
provide 'Door Step Financial Services'.

13. Rupay Kisan Credit Card to Members of
Cooperative Societies

A Pilot project has been started in Panchmahal and
Banaskantha districts of Gujarat to expand the
reach and capacity of Rural Co-operative Banks and
to provide necessary liquidity to the members of
rural Co-operative Societies. Under this project,
Bank Accounts of all the members of the
cooperative societies are being opened in the
concerned District Central Cooperative Banks and
with the support of NABARD, Rupay-Kisan Credit
Cards (KCCs) are being distributed to the account
holders. Through Rupay-Kisan Credit Card, loans
will be available to members of the Cooperative
Societies at reasonable rate and members can also



use this Card for other financial transactions. This
pilot project is targeted to be implemented
nationwide in coming days. So far, 73,503 KCCs
have been distributed.

14. PACS as Paani Samiti

In order to utilize the reach of PACS in rural areas,
on the initiative of the Ministry of Cooperation,
Ministry of Jal Shakti has written a Letter to all the
States to make PACS eligible as ‘Paani Samiti’ to
undertake the work of Operation and Maintenance
(O&M) of Piped Water Supply schemes in rural
areas.

15. Convergence of PM-KUSUM Scheme at
PACS Level

The structure and reach of PACS, which have direct
linkage with 13 Crore farmer members, is proposed
to be leveraged to set up decentralized solar power
plants at the Panchayat level. With this, farmers
connected to PACS would be able to ensure their
energy security. Further, PACS and its member
farmers will get alternative sources of income.

16. Formation of Fish Farmer Producer
Organisation (FPPO)

In order to provide market linkage and providing
processing facilities to the fishermen, NCDC has
registered 69 FPPOs in the initial phase.
Department of Fisheries, Government of India has
further allocated conversion of 1000 existing
fisheries cooperative societies into FPPOs to NCDC,
with an approved outlay of Rs. 225.50 crore.

17. Three new Multi-State Cooperative
Societies at the National level

Under the guidance of Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi and leadership of Hon'ble
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Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah, the Ministry
of Cooperation constitutes the following three new
Multi-State Cooperative Societies for Exports,
Certified Seed and Organic Products.

(i) New National Level Multi-State
Cooperative Society for Exports

Under the Multi-State Cooperative Societies Act,
2002, a new National Cooperative Exports Limited
(NCEL) has been set up as an Umbrella
organization to promote exports from the
cooperative sector. Cooperative societies from
Primary to National level including District, State,
National level federations and Multi-State
Cooperative Societies can become its members.

(ii) New National Level Multi-State
Cooperative Society for Certified Seeds

Under the Multi-State Cooperative Societies Act,
2002, a new Bhartiya Beej Sahakari Samiti Limited
(BBSSL) has been set up as an Umbrella
organization for cultivation, production and
distribution of improved seeds under a single brand
name. Cooperative Societies (Primary, District,
State level) of States/Union Territories can become
its members. This Society will increase availability
of improved seeds to the farmers, boost
productivity of crops and enhance the income of
the farmers.

(iii) New National Level Multi-State
Cooperative Society for Organic
Farming

The National Cooperative Organics Limited (NCOL)
has been established under the Multi-State
Cooperative Societies Act, 2002 as an Umbrella
organization which will work for production,
distribution and marketing of certified and



authentic organic products. Primary to National
level cooperative societies including District, State,
National level federations, Multi-State Cooperative
Societies, and Farmer Producer Organizations
(FPOs) can become its members. This will increase
production of organic products and increase the
profit of the farmers.

18. Relief in Income Tax law for
Cooperative Societies
(i) Reduction in surcharge on Income Tax

for Cooperative Societies

Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah has
made untiring efforts with the objective of bringing
parity between cooperative sector and companies.
The surcharge on Income Tax for Cooperative
Societies with income from X 1 Crore to X 10 Crore
has been reduced from 12% to 7% at par with
Companies. This will reduce the burden of Income
Tax on Cooperative Societies and more capital will
be available with the societies to work for the
benefit of the members.

(i) Reduction in Minimum Alternate Tax
(MAT) on Cooperative Societies

The Minimum Alternate Tax rate for Cooperative
Societies has been reduced from 18.5% to 15%.
With this provision, now there is parity between
Cooperative Societies and Companies in this
regard. This will strengthen cooperative societies
and Cooperative Sector will expand.

(iii) Increase in limit of Cash Deposits and
Cash Loans by PACS and PCARDBs

The limit for Cash Deposits and Cash Loans by
PACS and Primary Cooperative Agriculture and
Rural Development Banks (PCARDBs) has been
increased from ¥ 20,000 to % 2 lakh per member.

This provision will facilitate their activities, increase
their business and benefit the members of
societies.

(iv) Tax cut for new manufacturing
Cooperative Societies

New manufacturing cooperative societies
commencing manufacturing operations by March
31, 2024, will be taxed at a flat rate of 15% as
against the existing tax rate of up to 30% with
surcharge. With this provision, now there is parity
between Cooperative Societies and companies in
this regard. This will encourage the formation of
new cooperative societies in the manufacturing
sector.

(v) Increase in the limit of Tax Deducted at
Source (TDS) in Cash Withdrawal

Under the leadership of Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi and the guidance of Hon'ble
Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah Union
Government through the Budget 2023-24, has
increased the cash withdrawal limit of cooperative
societies without deduction of tax at source from %1
crore to %3 crore per year. This provision will save
Tax Deducted at Source (TDS) for cooperative
societies, which they will be able to use to work for
the benefit of their members.

(vi) Relief in cash transactions under
section 269ST of the Income Tax Act

Section 269ST of IT Act prohibits any person to
receive an amount of ¥ 2 lakh and above in cash; in
aggregate from a person in a day, or in a single
transaction, or in respect of transactions relating to
one event or occasion from a person. The Income
Tax Department earlier treated the 'Contract'
between a milk cooperative and its distributor as



'one event' and if the cumulative cash receipt, in all
the transactions with that distributor, in the entire
year was more than X 2 lakh income tax penalty
was imposed on such cooperatives. The Income
Tax Department has issued a circular making it
clear that now the 'Contract' made by cooperative
societies with their distributors will not be
considered as ‘one event’. With this clarification,
cash transaction less than ¥ 2 lakhs done by a
cooperative society with its distributor in a day will
be considered separately, and they will not be
charged with income tax penalty. With this, State
and District milk unions will now be able to receive
payment less than X 2 lakh per day in cash from
their distributors and do payment in cash to
member milk producers during Bank holidays.

19. Computerisation of Central Registrar’s
office

The office of the Central Registrar is responsible for
administering the Multi State Co-operative
Societies (MSCS) Act, 2002. The office of the
Central Registrar is being computerized to create a
digital ecosystem for Multi-State Cooperative
Societies. This will help in processing applications
and service requests in a time bound manner
through electronic work flow at the Central 18
Registrar's Office. It will have provisions for OTP
based user registration, verification check for
compliance with MSCS Act and Rules, hearing
through VC, issue of registration certificate and
other communication, electronically. Hon'ble
Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated
this digital portal on August 06, 2023.

20. The Multi-State Co-operative Societies
(Amendment) Act, 2023

The Multi-State Co-operative Societies
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(Amendment) Act, 2023 aims to amend Multi-State
Co-operative Societies Act, 2002 to incorporate the
provisions of the 97th Constitutional Amendment
and to strengthen governance, increase
transparency, increase accountability, improve
election process, etc in Multi State Cooperative
Societies. This Bill was introduced in the Lok Sabha
on December 7, 2022, and was referred to a Joint
Parliamentary Committee of both the Houses on
December 20, 2022. The Bill has been passed by
the Lok Sabha on July 25, 2023 and by the Rajya
Sabha on August 01, 2023. The Multi-State Co-
operative Societies (Amendment) Act, 2023 has
come into force from 3rd August, 2023.

21. Revival of Cooperative Sugar Mills

(i) Relief from Income Tax to Cooperative
Sugar Mills

Cooperative Sugar Mills will not have to pay
additional income tax on payment of higher
sugarcane prices to farmers up to the fair and
remunerative price or the State advised price. With
this provision, Cooperative Sugar Mills will now be
able to give higher price of sugarcane to their
members and they will get income tax deduction on
this higher expenditure. According to the
clarification issued on 25.10.2021, this provision is
applicable from 01.04.2016 and since then, farmer
members are getting this benefit through
cooperative sugar mills.

(ii) Resolving decades old pending issues
related to income tax of Cooperative
Sugar Mills

A new sub-section 19(1) has been included in
Section 155 of Income Tax, by which the payments
made by cooperative sugar factories to sugarcane



farmers before 2016-17 will be treated as
expenditure. As per report given by National
Federation of Cooperative Sugar Factories Limited
this has benefited cooperative sugar mills to the
tune of 346,524 crore, thus resolving decade
pending Income Tax issues.

(iii) 10,000 crore loan scheme through
NCDC for strengthening of Cooperative
Sugar Mills

Ministry of Cooperation has launched a new
scheme named 'Grant-in-aid to NCDC for
Strengthening of Cooperative Sugar Mills', under
which Government of India would give grant of
%1,000 crore to NCDC during Financial Year 2022-
23 and 2023-24. NCDC will use this grant to provide
loans up to ¥10,000 crores to Cooperative Sugar
Mills, which they will be able to use for setting up
ethanol plants or for setting up cogeneration plants
or for working capital or for all three purposes. So
far, ¥3010.57 Crore has been approved by NCDC for
24 Cooperative Sugar Mills.

(iv) Preference in purchase of ethanol to
Cooperative Sugar Mills and
establishment of Cogen Power Plants

Cooperative Sugar Mills will be put at par with
private companies for ethanol procurement by the
Ministry of Petroleum under the Ethanol Blending
Programme (EBP). Setting up cogeneration power
plants from sugarcane bagasse is also in progress.
With these steps, the business of Cooperative
Sugar Mills will expand and in result their profits will
also increase.

(v) Reduction in GST on Molasses from
28% to 5% to help Cooperative Sugar
Mills

The government has decided to reduce GST on
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molasses from the current rate of 28% to 5%. This
will increase the liquidity of distilleries as molasses
is the raw material for their operations. They will
require less working capital due to lower GST.
Cooperative sugar mills which do not have ethanol
or distillery plants can earn more profits by selling
their molasses to distilleries with higher margins.

22. Redressal of Difficulties faced by
Cooperative Banks

At the intervention of Shri Amit Shah, Hon’ble
Union Cooperation Minister, several initiatives were
made to remove the difficulties faced by
cooperative banks in their business as listed below.

(i)  Urban Co-operative Banks (UCBs) will nhow
be able to open new branches to expand their
business.

(i) Cooperative Banks will also be able to make
one-time settlement of outstanding loans,
like Commercial Banks.

(iii) Additional time limit has been given to
achieve the Priority Sector Lending (PSL)
targets given to UCBs.

(iv) A Nodal Officer has been designated in RBI
for regular interaction with UCBs.

(v) RBI has permitted UCBs to provide door-step
banking services to their customers.

(vi) RBI has more than doubled the individual
housing loan limit for Rural and Urban Co-
operative Banks.

(vii) Rural Co-operative Banks will now be able to
lend to commercial real estate - residential
housing sector, thereby diversifying their
business.



(viii) Co-operative Banks have been included as
Member Lending Institutions [MLIs] of
CGTMSE. With this, now the member Co-
operative Banks will be able to take
advantage of risk coverage up to 85 percent
on the loans given. Along with this, the
cooperative sector enterprises will also now
be able to get collateral free loans from Co-
operative Banks.

(ix) License fee for on boarding Co-operative
Banks to the modern 'Aadhaar Enabled
Payment System' (AePS) has been reduced
by linking it to the number of transactions.
Apart from this, cooperative financial
institutions will also be able to get the facility
free of cost for the first three months of the
pre-production phase. With this, farmers will
now be able to get the facility of banking at
their home with their fingerprints.

(x) Scheduling norms for urban co-
operative banks

Urban co-operative banks that meet the
'Financially Sound and Well Managed'
(FSWM) criteria and have maintained the
minimum deposits required for classification
as Tier 3 for the last two years are now
eligible to be included in Schedule II of the
Reserve Bank of India Act 1934 and get
'Scheduled' status. At present, there are 84
banks classified as Tier 3 and Tier 4.

(xi) RBI has doubled monetary ceiling for Gold
Loan under Bullet Repayment Scheme from 2
Lakh to 4 Lakh for those UCBs who meet the
Priority Sector Lending (PSL) targets.
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(xii) Umbrella Organisation for Urban
Cooperative Banks

RBI has accorded approval to the National
Federation of Urban Cooperative Banks and
Credit Societies Ltd. (NAFCUB) for the
formation of an Umbrella Organisation (UO)
for the UCB sector, which will provide
necessary IT infrastructure and operation
support to around 1,500 UCBs.

23. Expansion of National Cooperative
Development Corporation (NCDC)

(i) New schemes for Cooperative Societies
started by NCDC

New schemes for Cooperative Societies have been
started by NCDC in various sectors such as
'Swayamshakti Sahakar' for self-help groups;
'Dirghavadhi Krishak Sahakar' for long term
agricultural credit; 'Dairy Sahakar' for dairy and
'Nandini Sahakar' for women's cooperative
institutions etc. In the financial year 2022-23,
NCDC disbursed financial assistance of 341,025
crore (provisional) which is almost 20% higher
than the disbursement of 334,221 crore in 2021-
22. The target is to disburse about 50,000 crore
loan in the year 2023-24. All States and State
Cooperative Societies can avail loan schemes of
NCDC. The Government of India approves issuance
of bonds worth 32000 crore by NCDC. The
Government of India has permitted National
Cooperative Development Corporation (NCDC) to
issue bonds worth 32000 crore with government
guarantee, subject to the adherence of specified
terms and conditions. Now NCDC will be able to
disburse additional 2000 crore long term loans at
relatively lower rates for the development of the
cooperative sector.



(ii) Financial Assistance by NCDC for Deep
Sea Trawlers

NCDC is providing financial assistance for projects
related to deep sea trawlers in coordination with
the Department of Fisheries, Government of India.
NCDC has already sanctioned financial assistance
of 320.30 crore for purchase of 14 deep sea
trawlers for the Fisheries Cooperative Societies of
Maharashtra.

24, Under the leadership of Hon'ble Prime Minister
Shri Narendra Modi, the Cabinet has approved
Cooperative Societies to be registered as 'Buyer' on
Government e-Marketplace (GeM) on 1st June,
2022. Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah
e-launched the on-boarding of Cooperative
Societies on the GeM Portal on 09 August 2022 in
New Delhi. Cooperative Societies will now be able
lakh authentic
sellers/service providers available across the

to buy from around 60

country on the single platform of GeM. So far, 559
Cooperative Societies have been on-boarded as
buyers on the GeM portal. Further, Cooperative
Societies are also being motivated to register as
sellers on GeM.

25. Formulation of New National
Cooperation Policy

In order to realize Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi's vision of 'Prosperity through
Cooperation', Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri
Amit Shah has decided to formulate a new
Cooperation Policy in the country. A
Multidisciplinary and National level committee
consisting of 49 members comprising experts and
stakeholders from different States and across the
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Country has been constituted under the leadership
of former Union Minister Shri Suresh Prabhu to
formulate the New Cooperation Policy. So far, 17
meetings of the Expert Committee have been held,
during which detailed discussions were held with
the stakeholders and the new National Cooperation
Policy is expected to be ready soon.

26. New National Cooperative Database

Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah
believes that a database is necessary for the
planned development of cooperative sector and
therefore, the work on developing a
comprehensive, authentic and updated National
Cooperative Database is being done in a phased
manner by the Ministry of Cooperation with the
assistance of State Governments. Under the First
Phase, mapping of about 2.64 lakh societies of
PACS, dairy and fisheries was completed in
February, 2023. In the Second Phase, mapping of
National Cooperative Societies and Federations
was completed. So far, in the last phase, about
7.88 lakh cooperative societies have been included
in the database.

27. Establishment of Cooperative
University

Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah is of
the view that planned development and
empowerment of the Cooperative sector can
happen only with trained manpower for which it is
being planned to establish National Cooperative
University for Cooperative education, training,
consultancy, research and development. This
University will ensure a sustainable, adequate and
quality supply of trained manpower and work for

0



capacity building of the existing personnel. This
University will be first of its kind, a specialized
University in the cooperative sector.

28. Promotion of training and awareness
through NCCT

The National Council for Cooperative Training
(NCCT), an autonomous institute under the
Ministry of Cooperation, organizes cooperative
education and training programs for personnel,
members and board members of Cooperative
Societies across the country, including personnel
from Cooperative Departments of States/UTs.

29. Computerization of Agriculture and
Rural Development Banks (ARDBs)

To strengthen the Long-term Cooperative Credit
Structure, the Ministry of Cooperation has
approved a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for
Computerization of Agriculture and Rural
Development Banks (ARDBs). It will have various
components such as hardware procurement,
comprehensive Enterprise Resource Planning
(ERP) solutions, digitization, providing training and
support, and maintenance of software, etc. 25
percent of the expenditure incurred in this scheme
will be borne by the ARDBs and the remaining 75
percent by the Central and State governments.
Computerization will provide various benefits to
ARDBs, such as increased efficiency, faster loan
disbursement, reduced transaction costs,
increased transparency and lower imbalances of
payments, etc.

30. Scheme for computerization of office of
Registrar of Cooperative Societies in
States/Union Territories

To increase ease of doing business for Cooperative
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Societies and create a digital ecosystem for
transparent paperless regulation in all
States/Union Territories, Ministry of Cooperation
has approved a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for
computerization of offices of Registrar of
Cooperative Societies of all States/UTs. The
software developed under this scheme will be
based on the Cooperative Act of the respective
State/UT.

31. Refund to Investors of Sahara Group of
Societies

The Ministry of Cooperation filed a Petition in the
Hon'ble Supreme Court based on which the Hon'ble
Supreme Court vide order dated 29.03.2023,
directed to transfer ¥ 5000 crore from Sahara-SEBI
refund account to the Central Registrar of Co-
operative Societies for disbursement of valid dues
of the depositors of 4 Cooperative Societies of
Sahara Group (Sahara Credit Cooperative Ltd.,
Saharayan Universal Multipurpose Society Ltd.,
Hamara India Credit Cooperative Society Ltd. and
Stars Multipurpose Cooperative Society Ltd.).

Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah
launched the ‘Central Registrar - Sahara Refund
Portal’ (https://mocrefund.crcs.gov.in) in New
Delhi on 18th July, 2023 and the process of first
phase payment to the depositors has started from
August 04, 2023. Till 11.12.2023, Claims for
¥81,291.50 Crore have been received on 'CRCS-
Sahara Refund Portal' from 3.35 crore depositors.
An amount of %215 Crore has been released to
2,36,066 depositors of Sahara Group of

Cooperative Societies.
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RURAL CREDIT SCENARIQ

Historically, farmers in India are resource poor who
depend heavily on borrowings to facilitate
production and smoothening of consumption
pattern. With customary uncertainties of farming
under rainfed conditions, increasing indebtedness
of farmers at exploitative interest rates has been a
continuous characteristics of Indian agriculture.
Institutional credit was virtually absent till the end
of 19th Century though farmers occasionally were
given loans by the Govt, especially during drought
years. The idea of forming Cooperative Societies to
give loans to farmers came only in the beginning of
20th Century. This thinking finally resulted in the
enactment of Cooperative Societies Act in 1904.
Cooperatives gradually became an important
source of agricultural credit throughout the
country. Rural credit also received continuous
attention of the Govt in the early part of 20th
Century. The original Act of 1904 was followed by a
new Cooperative Act in 1912 to give legal
recognition to Cooperative Credit Societies.
Establishment of Provincial Cooperative Banks,
resulting in the creation of 3-tier Cooperative credit
structure was another important development
during this period. The operations of credit
cooperatives however, confined to short term
loans. At the same time, farmers were in need of
long term loans to free their land from prior debts,
which claimed a major portion of crops they
produced by way of interest on such debts. Land
Mortgage Banks were established in early 1920s to
meet such long term credit needs of farmers. The
establishment of first Land Mortgage Bank in
Punjab in 1920 was followed by formation of such
banks at provincial and primary levels in the

provinces. In spite of all these efforts by 1951, only
3.3% of farmers had accessed credit from
Cooperatives and only less than 1% of farmers
managed to get loans from Commercial Banks. All
India Rural Credit Survey Committee in 1954
observed that agricultural credit fell short of right
quantity, was not of the right type and did not serve
the right purpose and often failed to go to the right
people. Committee observed several deficiencies in
the performance of cooperatives in meeting the
credit needs of farmers, but found that
cooperatives had a vital role in channelizing credit
to the farmers and summed up that ‘Cooperation
has failed, but Cooperation must succeed".
Agricultural Refinance Corporation was established
in 1963 to make long term funds available to
Cooperative Rural Credit Structure, particularly
Land Development Banks. All India Rural Credit
Review Committee was set up in 1966 to review the
availability of rural credit and to recommend
measures to improve flow of agricultural credit.
The Committee recommended that Commercial
Banks should play a complementary role along with
cooperatives in extending rural credit. Bank
nationalization and introduction of the concept of
priority sector lending in 1969 acted as a catalyst to
bring commercial banks in the Rural Credit System
in a big way. Lead Bank Scheme was also
introduced in the same year for decentralized
planning under which each district was placed with
one of the commercial banks. All these initiatives
however, failed to bring desirable improvement in
credit flow to agriculture mainly because
commercial banks were not tuned to the needs of
small and marginal farmers, while cooperatives



lacked resources to meet the growing demand for
credit. It was on the above background that
Regional Rural banks (RRBs) were set up in 1975
based on the recommendations of Narsimhan
Working Group. RRBs were conceived as a
separate banking structure, combining the co-
operative advantages of local feel and familiarity of
rural problems and the professionalism and
resource base of commercial banks. Thus, towards
the end of 70s a Multi-Agency System comprising
of Cooperatives, Commercial banks and RRBs was
emerged for rural credit. Subsequently, following
recommendations of the Committee to Review
Arrangements for Institutional Credit for
Agriculture and Rural Development, National Bank
for Agriculture & Rural Development (NABARD)
was set up in 1982, which took over the entire
operations of ARDC and the refinancing functions
of RBI with regard to agriculture and rural credit.
NABARD plays a central role in providing financial
assistance and facilitating institutional
development in the area of rural credit. 1990s
witnessed initiation of financial sector reforms
based on the report of Committee on the financial
system (Chairman Shri M. Narsimhan 1991).
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Several committees on Rural Financial System were
also constituted during this period including High
level Committee on Agricultural Credit through
commercial Banks (R.V. Gupta, 1998), Task Force
Study to study the functioning of Cooperative credit
system and to suggest measures for strengthening
(Jagdish Kapoor, 1999), Expert Committee on Rural
Credit (V.S. Vyas, 2001), Vaidyanathan Task Force I
&IIinearly 2000s etc. The financial sector reforms
in India since 1990s were carried out mainly on the
basis of the recommendations of the above
Committees. However, it is observed that while the
recommendations relating to Commercial banks
and RRBs were mostly implemented those relating
to strengthening of Rural Cooperative Credit
Structure were not given required attention.
Vaidyanathan Task Force Report on STCCS was not
fully implemented whereas Vaidyanathan Task
Force Report on LTCCS was ignored and not
implemented at all.

There has been phenomenal growth in the credit
flow to agriculture from its implementation as may
be seen from the 1table below showing yearly
targets and achievements for agricultural credit

from 2004-05 to 2023-24.

Over the past few decades, especially since 1990-
91, the share of long term credit has been
continuously decreasing implying that farmers are
taking loans for recurring expenditures rather than
to fund long term investments. Although the flow of
production credit has been on the increase year
after year, it has not resulted in proportionate
increase in agricultural production, due to falling
share of investment credit and slowdown in the
rate of capital formation and productivity
enhancement. The institutional credit delivery
mechanism does not have long term resources.
The refinance facility from NABARD is only by way
of liquidity support to the banks. Commercial
Banks generally squeeze the repayment period for
their investment credit support thereby compelling
the farmers to repay their loans even without any
income. Following observations of Y.C. Nanda
Working Group on Enhancing the Share of ARDBs

in Long Term Agricultural Credit are worth quoting
here. “Cooperative banks and RRBs do not have
adequate long term resources to augment their
share in investment credit. ARDBs continues to be
an important source to support the investment
credit needs of their members with or sometimes
even without NABARD's refinance support. If the
share of investment credit by ARDBs need to be
expanded, they should be provided with liberalized
funding from NABARD or any other higher
financing agency as ARDBs are the only channel
purposely created for providing long term
investment credit support. It, therefore, calls for a
relook on the refinancing policy of NABARD which
should play a proactive role of supporting the
ARDBs instead of adopting restricted lending
policies. In fact, NABARD has been first recovering
its refinance dues from ARDBs even when they are
not in a position to recover from the borrowing

)



members, since its inception. This policy of
NABARD needs to be relooked and it should adopt
later-end repayment of its refinance instalments by
the ARDBs. Such an approach would give adequate
cushion to ARDBs in meeting unfavorable recovery
climate arising out of various socio-political reasons
and NABARD would also take part in risk sharing
approach.”

High interest rates payable by farmers for
investment credit is another issue that should be
addressed on priority. Central Govt. has taken steps
for keeping interest rate of crop loans at affordable
rates. After the interest subvention of 3% the
maximum interest rate on crop loans is 4% per
annum. With additional interest subvention by
State Governments crop loans are now available at
zero interest rate in some states. However, none of
these measures to reduce the cost of agriculture
credit has been extended to loans given for farm
investments. NABARD's refinance support to banks
for investment credit carries interest rates of about
8.50% per annum, making the cost of loans at
ultimate borrower level in the range of 12-14% per
annum. The huge gap between interest rates of
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crop loans and investment loans has become a
major disincentive for farm investments.

Govt. has set up Long Term Rural Credit Fund in
NABARD with annual contributions out of deficit in
commercial banks’ lending to agriculture. NABARD
has been using this Fund for giving investment
credit refinance at a lower rate for a maximum
period upto 5 years. However, the impact of LTRCF
in the cost of funds of SCARDBs is not significant as
the share of LTRCF in the total funding support
from NABARD is small.

There has been significant increase in the area of
irrigated farm lands in the last 10 years. However,
about 50% of the total area under cultivation is still
rain-fed. Financing agriculture especially under
rain-fed conditions involves high risk. At present,
the entire risk involved in farm financing is borne by
lending institutions resulting in high level of NPAs
with them. For large number of institutions in the
cooperative credit structure including ARDBs which
cater mainly to small and marginal farmers, the
NPAs are beyond tolerable level.

COOPERATIVE LONG TERM CREDIT STRUCTURE - OVERVIEW

Overview of the Structure

At present the structure comprises of 16 SCARDBs
of which only 13 are fully functional with a network
of 1,868 PCARDBs/branches of SCARDBs at ground
level. These banks have a total membership of
1,02,79,500 rural households of which 32,93,559
have outstanding loans. The Total Loans
Outstanding and Borrowings Outstanding of these
banks as on 31.03.2024 were %21,474.16 crores

and%12,219.44 crores respectively. Fully functional
SCARDBs have total deposits of ¥2,259.51 crores
as on 31.3.2024 as against %2,222.72 crores as on
31.3.2023. Their total lending during 2023-24
stood at %5,616.59 crores as against %5,429.43
crores during the previous year. Aggregate
recoveries were 41.07% (As on 31 March 2024) as
against41.21% last year.

Major issues and challenges

LTCCS is primarily designed as non-resource
based lending agency.

The institutions in the structure are not
given licence to function as banks coming
under BR Act and hence not allowed to raise
resources from the market like other rural
financial institutions.

Depends heavily on NABARD's refinance for
resources for lending.

The refinance support of NABARD, however,
is steadily declining since the beginning of
2000s due to difficulties in arranging state
govt guarantee and failure to meet eligibility
conditions for refinance based on risk
rating.

The Working Group on Enhancing the Share
of ARDBs in Investment Credit (2017) under
the chairmanship of Shri Y.C. Nanda,
Ex-Chairman, NABARD recommended
NABARD to introduce a new additional
refinance product to extend refinance to
SCARDBs on the basis of their
unencumbered quality assets and other
qualitative norms without government
guarantee or collaterals. NABARD is yet to
implement this recommendation.

Inability to advance crop loans to long term

borrowers affecting

returns from farm

investments and loan repayment.

The crop loan interest subvention scheme
of Govt of India is not extended to ARDBs.

Long term borrowers of ARDBs generally
are unable to take crop loans from other
agencies as their land is pledged with
ARDB:s.

Non availability of crop loans affects the
income and repaying capacity of these
farmers.

Deteriorating recovery climate

Aggregate recovery at the ground level has
been hovering around 50% in the last few
years.

Though loans are secured by mortgage of
land recovery of loan by selling agricultural
land is difficult in many States.

Inability of the structure to give production
credit/working capital loans along with
investment credit deprives full benefit of
investments to borrowers who are not able
to access short term loan from other
agencies.

In the absence of short term loan products
and saving products, ARDBs are unable to



maintain regular contact with borrowers
which is necessary to improve repayment.

Loan waivers, even when done as a one-
time measure to help farmers in distress,
give rise to expectations of further waivers
in the future leading to default even by
those who have the capacity to pay.

Exclusion of ARDBs from financial sector
reforms.

The financial performance of the structure
started declining since 90s due to heavy
overdues in govt sponsored schemes, long
regime of regulated interest rates without
allowing adequate margins and
implementation of debt waiver scheme in
1990 by the Central Govt without fully
reimbursing the loans written off under the
scheme.

While financial sector reforms including
recapaitalisation since 90s helped
Commercial Banks, RRBs and STCCS to set
off such losses, ARDBs continue to remain
excluded from financial sector reforms.

Even though Vaidyanathan Task Force II
(2006) recommended a revival package
comprising of reforms and recapitalization,
the same was not implemented.

Issues and suggestions taken up through
Ministry of Cooperation

Computerisation of ARDBs - Presently,
ARDBs are not fully computerised with core
banking solutions in any state. The Ministry
of Cooperation has now launched a scheme
for computerisation of ARDBs under Centrally

(if)
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Sponsored Project of Strengthening of
Cooperatives through IT Interventions.
1851 operating units of 13 fully functional
SCARDBs are being computerized at a total
estimated cost of ¥119.40 crores under this
project. The scheme is under implementation
by NABARD. The Federation and SCARDBs
are grateful to MoC for this historic initiative
to strengthen and modernise institutions in
the structure.

Banking licence to SCARDBs - Several
Committees appointed by the Government
including Capoor Committee (1999),
Vaidyanathan Task Force II (2006) and of late
the Study on Reforms, Restructuring and
Innovations in ARDBs instituted by the MoC
through NABARD recommended RBI to
consider giving banking licence to SCARDBs
subject to prudential stipulations and to
frame norms for the same. The Ministry of
Cooperation (MoC) on 06 December 2023
convened a joint meeting or RBI, NABARD,
NAFCARD & Gujarat SCARDB, which made an
application for banking licence to RBI, in
which RBI promised to consider the subject
of framing norms for giving banking licence
to ARDBs. However, RBI is yet to announce
norms for giving banking licence to
SCARDBs.

Extending DICGC insurance coverage to
deposits of ARDBs — Though ARDBs are
allowed to accept member deposits and term
deposits from public upto their net worth, not
much progress is made in deposit
mobilisation due to lack of insurance
coverage for deposits.

TransUnion CIBIL Membership to ARDBs —
Presently ARDBs are not given TransUnion
CIBIL Membership as they don’t have RBI
licence. Because of this, the credit and
repayment history of ARDB loans are not
reflected in the credit score reports given by
credit rating companies. Consequently, loan
defaulters easily get loans from other
agencies without repaying their loans with
ARDB:s.

Membership of SCARDBs in TransUnion
CIBIL and other credit rating companies is
necessary to improve loan repayment in
LTCCS and to make the credit score reports of
credit rating companies more reliable and
realistic.

Restructuring and
Innovations in ARDBs - Ministry of
Cooperation has undertaken a Study on
Reforms, Restructuring and Innovations in
ARDBs through NABCONS of NABARD. The

Business Development Plans of SCARDBs

The Federation during the year under report
finalized the Business Development Plans of
SCARDBs with the objective of achieving business
growth at least at the overall growth rate of
agricultural credit which is about 20% per year.

The business development plan has laid down
yearwise targets during the next 5 years upto
2027-28 and five year milestone targets from
2032-33 to 2047-48 for key operational areas of
lending, resource mobilization and NPA reduction.
An abstract of business projections for SCARDBs is
given below.

Presently, majority of long term

loans from other agencies as their land is
mortgaged as security for the long term loans.
Though ARDBs are not eligible for SAO
allocations and crop loan interest subvention
scheme directly, it is possible that these
facilities can be channelized through
SCBs/DCCBs with earmarked special
allocations for the same by NABARD.

Granting general credit limit to long term
borrowers for meeting their short term credit
needs other than crop loans in order to avoid
their dependence on informal sources for
credit, which is a major cause of loan default in
ARDB:s.

The long term lending by ARDBs including NFS
is projected to expand to 312319 crore in 2027-
28 from %3540 crore in 2022-23 and short term
lending including crop loans to 35061 crore in
2027-28 from %1889 crore in 2022-23. The
total yearly lending by ARDBs is expected to
expand to ¥17380 crore in 2027-28 from
¥5430.76 crorein 2022-23.

Annual lending by SCARDBSs during ‘Amrit Kaal’
is projected to grow from %17,380 crore in
2027-281t032,94,080 crorein 2047-48.

About 60% of the funds required for annual
lending during the above period is expected to
be mobilized by way of borrowings and about
20% as deposits and the balance to be met by
recycling own funds.

Member banks are required to prepare action plans
to achieve the projections in the Business
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Development Plan, based on guidelines already
issued by the Federation.

Federation has forwarded the Business
Development Plan to Govt and NABARD for
necessary steps to ensure funding and policy
support to SCARDBs to achieve the projections in
the Business Development Plan.

Computerisation of ARDBs under Centrally
Sponsored Project of ‘Strengthening of
Cooperatives through IT Interventions’

The National Conference of ARDBs 2022
recommended Government of India to extend
financial assistance for computerization of ARDBs.
Based on the above recommendation, the
Federation submitted a proposal to MoC for
Computeristion of ARDBs in line with the Centrally
Sponsored Project of Computerisation of PACS
currently under implementation. The Ministry of
Cooperation has given its in-principle approval for
the proposal and convened three joint meetings
with NABARD and the Federation in which following
decisions were taken.

(i) Computerisation of ARDBs shall be carried out
in @ common software platform. The common
software developed for PACSs also include
required modules for all credit and non-credit
operations and related functions of
borrowings, deposits, investments, recovery,
HRM etc. undertaken by ARDBs. Hence, it was
decided that the common software developed
for PACSs shall be made available to ARDBs
also with customization. Adoption of the
common software of PACSs will also facilitate
changes in the software, if required in the



future, as Govt of India owns its source code
which is kept in the custody of NABARD.
ARDB:s shall also be given handholding support
including data center and software
maintenance during the first 5 years.

Cooperation has instituted a Study on ‘Reforms,
Restructuring and Innovations in ARDBs’ through
NABCONS of NABARD. The Study was conducted
by a team constituted by the NABCONS under the
leadership of Mr. A.K. Srivastava. The Study Team
visited the Federation and all SCARDBs and some of
the PCARDBs in various States to study the working
of ARDBs and has submitted draft report to the
Govt. recently.

Following are the important recommendations of
the Study Team in its draft report.

Business Expansion

e Amendment required in the concerned Acts
or by adopting a Model ARDB Act to remove
restrictions on purposes of loan, period of
loan to raise individual maximum borrowing
power as per requirement, loan ceiling, to
accept non land security for loan as in other
banks.

Freedom to SCARDB:s to fix interest rates on
loans and deposits.

In view of difficulty to enforce mortgage on
agricultural land, ARDBs should accept other
forms of security like lien on fixed deposits,
insurance policies, gold ornaments, third
party guarantee, hypothecation of assets,
leveraging recovery through group lending
etc., as done by other banks.

Measures to be taken to address credit risk
either by credit guarantee scheme at state
level or setting up Risk Fund for LTCCS by
NAFCARD with financial assistance from Govt
of India, SCARDBs and members.



Non-fund based businesses

Enabling provisions to be included in the
Act/Byelaws for ARDBs for extending
noncredit services like common services
centres, marketing outlets, storage, custom
hiring centres, safe deposit lockers, etc.

SCARDBs should set up business planning
and recovery cell with grant assistance from
NABARD.

ARDBs should undertake value chain
financing and also should be made eligible
institutions for implementing Agriculture
Infrastructure Fund. NAFCARD to extend
technical support for the same.

ARDBs should develop a policy for business
expansion and outreach through business
correspondents/ Agents.

Innovations in network expansion and
through rationalization, starting low cost
contact points etc.

Coordination between LTCCS and STCCS for
mutual benefit. NAFCARD to take lead for the
same.

Resources for Lending
Deposits, Investments and Banking Licence

SCARDBs to accept KYC norms, maintain
liquid funds at adequate level, State Govts to
give permission to deposit schemes of ARDBs
under the provisions of BUDS Act, Safety of
deposits should be ensured either by setting
up Deposit Insurance Scheme at the state
level or extending the coverage of deposit
insurance by DICGC.
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NAFCARD to create an Institutional
Protection System including deposit

guarantee with support from other
stakeholders.

RBI may consider issuing guidelines for giving
banking licence to ARDBs subject to
prudential stipulations.

SCARDBs should be permitted to invest in
debt mutual funds and money market mutual
funds.

Refinance from NABARD

e ARDBs should be given separate allocation

under LTRCF bearing low interest rates and
should be allowed to draw the same during
the whole year.

NABARD should treat at par with other
eligible institutions in providing refinance on
the basis of financial strength without

insisting govt guarantee.

e Augmenting cost free funds of NABARD

through contributions to NRC (LTO) Fund.

Other recommendations

e Commercial banks to consider financing

SCARDBs for priority sector lending.

SCARDBs to get themselves rated through
independent rating agencies to enable
borrowing from market.

Creation of Multi State ARDB/converting
SCARDB into Multi State may be considered
only subject to financial viability of the
proposed new entity.

Political leadership should be sensitized for
issuing statements in support of loan
repayment to augment credit support to
farmers.

NAFCARD to issue model policies/documents
for loans and recovery, appointing technical
staff for improving loan appraisal and follow-
up, borrower sensitization on loan utilization
and repayment.

SCARDBs to follow fair practice code lenders
including communicating important terms
and conditions of loan.

SCARDBs to adopt Model Recovery Policy
formulated by NAFCARD.

SCARDBs to undertake financial literacy
programmes and provide advisory services to
improve frequency of contact with the
borrowers.

State Govt to give procurement agency to
SCARDBs/PCARDBs which will help loan
recovery.

State Govt. to introduce incentive scheme for
prompt repayment in view of importance of
capital formation in agriculture.

Financial Package
Introduction

Future scenario as seen by the Study Team

OPTION I
BANKS

- TO BECOME FULLFLEDGED

e The Study Team favours this as the best
option and says that this will lead to two state
level banking cooperatives bringing vibrancy,
healthy competition and better efficient
services in the rural banking system.

OPTION II — INTEGRATION OF THE TWO
STRUCTURES

e The Study Team does not favour this option
due to practical issues.

OPTION III

e With its long journey and experience, LTCCS
is the most suitable agency to meet the long
term credit needs of agriculture particularly
of small and marginal farmers.

However, for this, the structure needs to be
strengthened financially through
implementing the financial package.

Financial package recommended by the
Study Team —

Broad approach and guiding principles

Package to bring acceptable level of financial
health for both SCARDBs and PCARDBs.

A liberal approach is required to make the
package effective to make the structure
financially sustainable.

PCARDBs while elevating the traditional role of
long term financing should also provide a wide
range of credit products for better acceptability
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as in the case of business diversification by
PACS.

PCARDBs and PACS to play a complementary
role at ground level. Revival of PCARDBs will
fill the institutional gap in rural credit.

Recovery through enforcement of mortgage on
land is almost impossible due to policies of
political parties and State Govts.

Pre conditions

All stakeholders particularly State Govts should
agree to reforms in the structure and
governance as recommended by the Study
Team as a pre condition for support under
financial package.

Salient aspects of financial package

LTCCS is the only segment of financial system
which was not considered for financial package
by the Govt so far. Though the Govtin 2008-09
Union Budget announced implementation of
financial package for LTCCS recommended by
Vaidyanathan Task Force II, ultimately the
same was also not implemented. Delay in
implementing revival package resulted in
further impairment. The Study Team,
therefore, makes its recommendations based
on the present state of affairs.

Eligible institutions and criteria

Out of 16 SCARDBSs, 3 SCARDBs [Assam, Bihar
(Multi State) and Orissa) are not fully
functional and dormant for a long time.
Hence, Study Team does not make any feasible
revival for these States and leaves it to Govt of
India and State Govts to take a decision.

Similarly, the Study Team leaves it to Govt of



India and State Govts to decide on reviving
SCARDBs of Jammu & Kashmir, Tripura and
Puducherry due to their low level of loans
outstanding and accumulated losses to high
share of NPAs and limited potential for
business expansion and conditions prevailing
at present.

Out of the remaining 10 SCARDBs, the case of
Haryana where the State Govt is closely
involved in the day-to-day management
without very good result is to be decided
separately by Govt of India and State Govt.

The Study Team recommends that the
remaining 9 SCARDBs stands for chance of
revival on a sustainable basis with the
implementation of a financial package.

Reviving PCARDBs —eligibility for support

Revival of PCARDBs is crucial in LTCCS with
federal structure. The eligibility of PCARDBs
for revival support must be based on simple
and easily verifiable criteria.

The Study Team proposes recovery
performance as the main criteria for recovery.
All PCARDBs with minimum 25% recovery in
any of the three preceding years should be
eligible for revival support.

While recovery as above will have 70%
weightage, 30% weightage is to be given for
financial parameters of accumulated losses,
negative net worth and loan disbursement
having 10% weightage each.

The benchmark for these three parameters
(accumulated losses, negative net worth and
loan disbursement) should be decided
statewise jointly by State Govt, NABARD and
SCARDBs.
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To keep the criteria liberal, no further dilution
should be permitted without detailed analysis
of the issues involved.

Ineligible PCARDBs based on the above criteria
if become eligible during the period of
implementation should also be considered for
the package. Generally, PCARDBs with huge
accumulated losses without scope for attaining
financial viability for foreseeable future should
be excluded from the package. In the unitary
structure, no separate criteria need to be
followed for branches. It is expected that
closure/merger of unviable branches will be
part of normal rationale exercise by SCARDBs.

Items for support

The financial package is included to cleanse
the balance sheet of SCARDBs and PCARDBs
and also to enable their functioning as a strong
institution in the future.

Accumulated losses, shortfall in minimum level
of CRAR, shortfall in provisions against NPAs
receivable from State Govts, imbalances in the
federal structure, technical support
(computerization, physical infrastructure etc.),
HRD and cost of implementation are the items
recommended for support under financial
package.

The Ministry of Cooperation has convened three
joint meetings of NABARD and the Federation to
discuss about implementable recommendations of
the Study Team and the timeline for
implementation. The Federation has submitted
detailed comments on the recommendations to the
Ministry. It is expected that an action plan with
timeline for implementing the recommendations of
the Study Team shall be finalised by the Ministry
soon.

Study to Expand Business Growth in ‘Amrit
Kaal’ (2022-2047) and Compliance of
Section 24 of MSCS Act 2002 by IRMA

The Federation has assigned to Institute of Rural
Management Anand (IRMA) a Study on the
working of the Federation including enhancing its
services to member banks for business expansion
during Amrit Kaal (2022-2047). The study will be
fully funded by MoC. Following are the broad terms
of reference of the study as indicated by the
Ministry.

e Study to be focused on analysing the current
status of business services/ activities, turnover,
profit, export of the Federation and 25 years
plan to increase their turnover with target of
25% annual growth rate and milestones for
every 5 years.

e The role of National Cooperative Societies in
view of the Allocation of Business of the Ministry
of Cooperation.

e Compliance of each and every function defined
under Section-24 of Multi State Cooperative
Societies Act, 2002.

(a) ensure compliance of the co-operative
principles;
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(b) make model bye-laws and policies for
consideration of its member cooperative;

(c) provide specialised training, education and
data-base information;

(d) undertake research, evaluation and assist in
preparation of perspective development
plans for its member co-operative;

(e) promote harmonious relations amongst
member co-operative;

(f) help member co-operative to settle disputes
among themselves;

(g) undertake business services on behalf of its
member co-operative, if specifically
required by or under the resolution of the
general body or the board, or bye- laws of a
member of co-operative;

(h) provide management development services
to a member co-operative;

(i) evolve code of conduct for observance by a
member co-operative;

(j) evolve viability norms for a member co-
operative;

(k) provide legal aid and advice to a member
co-operative;

(I) assist member co-operative in organising
self-help;

(m)develop market information system, logo
brand promotion, quality control and
technology upgradation.

The study team has already completed preliminary
discussions with the Federation on 4 April 2024 and
has finalised a schedule for visit to some of the
SCARDBs during May/June 2024. The Draft report
is expected to be submitted by August 2024.

Supreme Court Order regarding Income Tax
Relief to Cooperative Credit Societies Under
Section 80P (2)

Section 80(P) of Income Tax Act provides for tax
exemptions to cooperative societies in their
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business with members. However, the Income Tax
Act was amended in 2007-08 to introduce section
80P (4) which restricts tax relief under section 80P
only to cooperatives which are not engaged in any
banking activities. After the above amendment,
the income tax department has been making tax
assessment on all kinds of cooperatives engaged in
providing credit to their members on the ground
that advancing loans or credit is a banking function.

Though the tax demand of income tax department
in many such cases were set aside by tribunals and
also high courts the Supreme Court of India did not
give a final verdict in the matter at any time before.

The Commissioner of Income Tax, Mumbai filed a
civil appeal No.8719/2022 challenging the order of
Mumbai High Court which quashed its tax demand
on Quepem Urban Cooperative Credit Society Ltd.
In its judgement on the appeal petition filed by the
income tax department, the Supreme Court has
observed that "By merely giving credit to its
members only cannot be said to be the Cooperative
Banks/Banks under the Banking Regulation Act.
The Banking activities under the Banking
Regulation Act are altogether different activities.
There is a vast difference between credit societies
giving credit to their own members only and the
Banks providing banking services including the
credit to the public at large also.”

“Taking into consideration the CBDT circulars and
even the definition of Bank under the Banking
Regulation Act, the respondent and assesse cannot
be said to be a Cooperative Bank/Bank and
therefore section 80P (4) shall not be applicable
and that the respondent/assesse shall be entitled



to exemption/benefit under section 80P (2) of the
Income Tax Act”.

The above judgement has wider implications on
on-going disputes between ARDBs and income tax
authorities in various States. The Supreme Court
has taken a clear view that a credit cooperative
which is not defined as a Bank under the Banking
Regulation Act cannot be denied the benefit of
section 80P. This decision is equally applicable to
ARDBs which are also credit cooperatives without
banking licence.

Establishment of Three New National
Cooperative Societies

The Union Cabinet has recently approved setting
up of three new National Cooperatives as below:-

1. National Cooperative Organics Ltd. with
headquarters in Anand, Gujarat.

2. Bharatiya Beej Sahakari (India Seeds
Cooperative Ltd.), New Delhi.

3. National Cooperative Exports Ltd., New Delhi.

National Cooperative Organics Ltd., Gujarat

The National Cooperative Organics Ltd. aims to
boost India’s share (only 3% at present) in the
global organic market which is estimated at %10
lakh crore shared mostly by developed countries of
US, Germany and France. The NCOL has been set
up with an authorised share capital of ¥500 crore
and an initial paid-up share capital of 100 crore to
be equally contributed by Gujarat Cooperative Milk
Marketing Federation (AMUL), NAFED, NCCF,
NDDB and NCDC. The NDDB is the chief promoter
of NCOL.

The NCOL will manage various activities related to
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organic farming sector by providing certified and
authentic organic products, promoting supply and
consumption of such products, branding and
marketing, testing and certification at affordable
cost etc.

Bharatiya Beej Sahakari, New Delhi

The Union Cabinet on 11 January 2023 also
approved setting up of a National level Multi State
Seed Cooperative Society under the Multi State
Cooperative Societies Act 2002 which will act as an
apex organisation for production, procurement,
processing, branding, labelling, packaging, storage
and marketing of quality seeds. The Society will
also promote strategic research and development
and a system for preservation and promotion of
indigenous varieties across the country with the
support of ICAR and National Seeds Corporation.
IFFCO, KRIBHCO, NAFED, NDDB and NCDC will
contribute %50 crore each to the initial paid-up
capital of the India Seed Cooperative Society Ltd.

National Cooperative Exports Ltd., New
Delhi.

The Union Cabinet approved setting up of National
Cooperative Exports Ltd. with an authorised share
capital of 2000 crore and initial paid-up capital of
%500 crore to be contributed equally by IFFCO,
KRIBHCO, NAFED, AMUL and NCDC. The new
cooperative aims at expanding the export market
for products of Indian cooperatives. AMUL is
already exporting its products to countries such as
Brazil, Philippines, Kenya and Canada. IFFCO’s
Nano fertilizers is another product being exported
by the new cooperative in its initial phase. NCEL
exports will also cover agriculture and allied



activities as well as handloom and handicraft items
of cooperatives with a target to double cooperative
exports by 2025.

Multi State Cooperative Societies
(Amendment) Act 2023

The Govt vide gazette notification dt. 3rd August
2023 published the Multi State Cooperative
Societies (Amendment) Act 2023. The Multi State
Cooperative Societies (Amendment) Rules were
also published on 4th August 2023. Following are
the major reforms in the principal Act brought
through the amendment.

< Redemption of shares held by Govt or
authorities, to be redeemed on face value as
may be agreed upon between the society and
such other authorities.

< Establishment of Cooperative Election
Authority consisting of a Chairperson, a Vice
Chairperson and members not exceeding three
to be appointed by Central Govt.

Functions of the authority includes conduct of
elections of Multi State Cooperative Societies
and supervise, direct and control matters
relating to preparation of electoral roll.

Casual vacancies in the Board upto one third of
number of elected directors can be filled by the
Board if the term of office of the Board is less
than half of its original term. If the casual
vacancies exceed one third, special vacancies
shall be filled up by elections.

The expenses for holding elections by the
Authority shall be borne by the Multi State
Cooperative Society concerned.
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The Chairperson and CEO of the society shall
request the authority six months before the
expiry of the term of the existing Board to
conduct the elections within time. The
Authority will appoint the Returning Officer and
also Observers, if required. The Returning
Officer will also elect office bearers after the
Board election is over (as mentioned in the
Rules notified on 4th August 2023).

The quorum for the meeting of Board of
Directors shall be one third of its total number
of elected directors.

Minimum and maximum age limit of Chief
Executives of Multi State Cooperative Societies
fixed at 21 and 70 years. Any person above the
age of 70 may be appointed or continue as CEO
by a special resolution passed by 3 of the
Board members in which case the explanatory
statement annexed to the notice for such
motion shall indicate the justification for
appointing such person.

The time limit for placing Annual Report and
draft Annual Accounts before the Board after
close of the financial year extended from 30
days to 45 days.

Multi State Cooperative Societies to contribute
1% of net profit to Cooperative Education Fund
to be maintained by the Central Registrar. As
per Rules notified, the Fund shall be
maintained by a Committee consisting of
Secretary, Ministry of Cooperation
(Chairperson), Central Registrar (Financial
Advisor to MoC), 2 representatives of multi
state cooperative societies as being nominated
by Central Registrar, Secretary NCCT, Chief



Executive NCUI, Director VAMNICOM and
representative from National Cooperative
University.

Central Govt to maintain CEF in a separate
account to which all contributions will be
credited.

The Board to constitute Executive Committee
and such other Subcommittees and also an
Audit and Ethics Committee and Committee on
Prevention of Sexual Harassment at work
place.

Central Govt to establish Cooperative
Rehabilitation, Reconstruction and
Development Fund for revival of sick multi
state cooperative societies.

Multi state cooperative societies which are in
profit for preceding three financial years to
contribute 1% of net profits or ¥ 1 crore
annually whichever is less.

Multi state cooperative societies to invest their
funds as deposits with a cooperative bank or a
land development bank or in Govt securities or
securities guaranteed by the Govt or in any
scheduled or nationalized bank or in such other
manner as may be determined by the Central
Govt.

In case of mutli state cooperative banks or
credit societies with deposits above 3500 crore
and multi state noncredit societies with turn
over above 3500 crore, to appoint auditors
from a panel of auditors approved for the
purpose by the Central Registrar.

The audit report of the accounts of national
cooperative societies shall be laid before each
House of Parliament.
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The concurrent audit shall be carried out by an
auditor appointed by a panel of auditors
appointed by Central Registrar in case of multi
state cooperative societies having an annual
turnover more than the amount as determined
by the Govt or having deposit of more than the
amount as determined by the Govt.

< Appointment of Cooperative Ombudsman by
the Central Govt for enquiring into complaints
made by any member of the society regarding
their deposits or any other issue affecting the
rights of the concerned member.

< Appointment of Cooperative Information
Officer by the multi state cooperative society to
provide information about the society and such
information shall be confined to the
information falling under the disclosure norms
specified by the society in its byelaws.

Condonation of Delay Under Clause (B) of
Sub-Section (2) of Section 119 of the Income
Tax Act, 1961 for Returns of Income
Claiming Deduction U/S 80P during
Assessment Years from 2018-19 to 2022-23

The Central Board of Direct Taxes (CBDT) vide
circular No.13/2023 dt. 26 July 2023 has directed
Chief Commissioners of Income Tax/Director
General of Income Tax in States to admit all
pending as well as new applications by
cooperatives for condonation of delay in furnishing
returns of income claiming deductions u/s 80P due
to genuine reasons for assessment years from
2018-19 to 2022-23 and decide such applications
on merits. It is observed that some of the SCARDBs
and PCARDBs were denied deductions under



section 80P during the above period due to delay in
completing the audit and getting the audit report,
leading to delayed filing of tax returns.

The present decision to condone such delays gives
an opportunity to SCARDBs, PCARDBs and PACS to
avail benefits under section 80P if the same were
denied for late filing of returns during assessment
years 2018-19 to 2022-23.

Supreme Court Judgement dt. 14 September
2023 on the Petition of Kerala SCARDB
against Disallowing Tax Deductions to the
Bank Under Section 80(P) of Income Tax Act

The Supreme Court of India in its Judgement given
on 14th September 2023 in the Income Tax case of
Kerala SCARDB ruled that the SCARDB is not a Bank
coming under B.R. Act and hence is entitled to tax

deductions under Section 80(P) of Income Tax.

This is a landmark judgement for the ARDB sector
as the confusion regarding applicability of tax
deductions to ARDBs under Section 80(P) of the
Income Tax Act has finally been decided by the
Apex Court of the Country.

The Income Tax Act was amended in 2007-08 by
adding the new provision under Section 80P as
Section 80P(4) by which the deductions under
Section 80(P) were made not applicable to a
Cooperative Bank other than a Primary Agricultural
Credit Society or a Primary Cooperative Agriculture
and Rural Development bank with jurisdiction not
more than one taluk. However, Income Tax
Department in many States by misinterpreting the
above provision started levying tax on ARDBs other
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than a Primary ARDB including SCARDBs and
PCARDBs having jurisdiction of more than one
taluk. This led to large number of ongoing disputes
between Income Tax Department and ARDBs in
various Courts. With the above Judgement of the
Supreme Court, all the pending disputes between
Income Tax Departments and ARDBs on the
question of admissibility of Section 80(P)
deductions to ARDBs are expected to be settled in
favour of ARDBs.

Suggestions made by Member Banks
regarding NABARD’s Refinance based
on Discussions in the Last Board Meeting on
10th September 2023

The suggestions relating to NABARD's refinance
received from member banks based on discussions
in the last Board Meeting held on 10th September
2023 are listed below.

(1) As an alternative to government guarantee,
NABARD may consider the possibility to give
refinance to SCARDBs on the security of non
loan assets of the bank including parcels of
land in prime locations in capital cities of the

Bengal and Rajasthan SCARDBS)

states concerned.

(2) NABARD may consider two year moratorium
period for refinance in order to help SCARDBs
to leverage the shortfall in recovery compared
to repayment demand of NABARD in
subsequent years. (Suggestion made by
Gujarat, Karnataka & Uttar Pradesh SCARDBS)



(5) At present,

(3) NABARD may ensure a higher share of LTRCF

in the total refinance support to SCARDBs in
order to moderate interest rates at farmer
level. (Suggestion made by Kerala, Karnataka,
Uttar Pradesh & Rajasthan SCARDBSs)

(4) The shortfall in annual refinance support to

NABARD compared to annual lending by
SCARDBs for eligible purposes is one of the
important causes of liquidity crunch faced by
SCARDBs. NABARD may, therefore, take a
liberal approach to avoid such shortfall to help
SCARDBs to maintain their liquidity position.
(Suggestion made by Rajasthan, Karnataka &
Uttar Pradesh SCARDBS)

SCARDBs are not given
TransUnion CIBIL membership. Though this
issue has already been taken up by the
Federation and some of the SCARDBs with
TransUnion CIBIL, TransUnion CIBIL is yet to
take a favourable decision in the matter.
NABARD is requested to take up this matter
with TransUnion CIBIL. TransUnion CIBIL
membership will substantially improve loan
repayment as credit history with ARDBs will
also reflect in the credit score reports issued
by credit rating companies. (Suggestion made
by Punjab, West Bengal & Gujarat SCARDBS)

(6) Though ARDBs are financing NFS activities

since the inception of NABARD the benefits
under Agricultural Infrastructure Fund is not
extended to SCARDBs and PCARDBs.
NABARD may, therefore, consider extending

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Agricultural Infrastructure Fund Scheme to

ARDBs also. (Suggestion made by West
Bengal, Uttar Pradesh & Karnataka SCARDBS)

NABARD may adopt a system to inform the
banks detailed break-up of scores under
various parameters under risk rating to enable
the banks to identify critical areas for
improving performance. Similarly, the risk
rating team may hold discussions with the

officials of the SCARDBs before finalizing the

scores. (Suggestion made by Punjab,
Rajasthan, Karnataka & Uttar Pradesh
SCARDBs)

NABARD may adopt a policy of allocating
higher refinance allocation to the SCARDBs
compared to principal repayment to NABARD
during the year to facilitate required growth in
business levels for maintaining sustainability.
(Suggestion made by Rajasthan, Uttar

Pradesh & Punjab SCARDBS)

A longer repayment period of 20 years may be
given for rural housing in order to bring down
repayment instalments and improve recovery.
(Suggestion made by West Bengal SCARDB)

The Federation has forwarded the suggestions to

NABARD and requested to convene a meeting of

SCARDBs to discuss State specific refinance related

matters. These issues were also discussed with the

representatives of Boston Consulting Group who

are engaged by NABARD for consultations and

policy changes.



Planning, Research and Development (PRD)
Cell Activities during 2023-24

(A) CONFERENCES, TRAINING PROGRAMMES,
WORKSHOPS, SEMINARS & STUDIES

(1) Workshop on Business Development
Plans of ARDBs

Background & Objective:

The Federation, during the year prepared Business
Development Plan for LTCCS taking into account
the potential for business growth in various States
and feedback received from SCARDBs. The
Business development plan was prepared for the
next five years with milestone targets for every five
years thereafter during ‘Amrit Kaal'.

The BDP contains growth targets in key functional
areas of credit and non credit businesses, resource
mobilization, loan recovery and NPA reduction,
network expansion, membership expansion and
market share in rural lending. The BDP projections
are also supported by action plans for
computerization and digitization, augmenting
resource mobilization, Recovery Action Plan,
upgrading human resources with focus on loan

appraisal, follow-up and recovery skills.

The Federation on the above background
organized a Workshop to finalise Statewise
projections for business growth and action plans
thereof, on 11th September 2023 at Hotel Clarks
Amer, Jaipur. 28 participants from 9 member banks
consisting of Chairmen, Chief Executives and
Senior Executives participated in the Workshop.
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(2) Special Training Programmes on Internal
Reformsin LTRCCS

Federation in the last few years has been focusing
on internal reforms in the Long Term Rural
Cooperative Credit Structure. These
initiatives cover key functional areas of ARDBs
including recovery and NPA management, resource
system and policies, human
resources and governance. The reform initiatives

reform

mobilisation, loan

in these areas largely relate to changes in policies,
systems and procedures within the mandate of
management of SCARDBs and PCARDBs without
interventions or approvals by Govt or NABARD.
The Core Group for Reform Initiatives (CGRI) set
up in each SCARDB is taking a leading role in
identifying and suggesting reform initiatives and
reviewing the progress of its implementation.
While these
improvement in business diversification, business

initiatives brought significant

expansion, revamping recovery system for better
results and in expanding avenues for raising
resources and improving the working of ARDBs at
all levels in general. However, it is seen that the
adoption rate of suggested reforms is not picking
up at desired level in some States due to lack of
sensitisation of key personnel at ground level

particularly in the federal structure.

On the above background, the Federation has
designed a Special Training Programme on Internal
Reforms in LTRCCS with the objective of preparing
the key personnel both at the apex and ground
level for implementing suggested reforms
effectively. The Federation during the vyear

conducted these training programmes in Karnataka



and Punjab with the financial support of NABARD.
With the second programme this year which was
conducted in Dharwad during 8-10 January 2024,
the Secretaries of all PCARDBs in Karnataka have
now undergone this training. Similarly, the Chief
Executives of all PCARDBs in Punjab were also
trained through two programmes this year, which
were held in Chandigarh and Amritsar during 10-12
October 2023 and 11-13 October 2023
respectively.

The Federation proposes to conduct the special
training programmes for Uttar Pradesh, West
Bengal and Himachal Pradesh during 2024-25.

(B) CORE GROUP FOR REFORM INITIATIVES
(CGRI)

Core Group for Reform Initiatives (CGRI)
constituted by SCARDBs continue to have regular
meetings in most of the banks. CGRI has been
concentrating on deepening of self-driven reforms
at the ground level. CGRI also reviews the impact
of reforms already initiated in the core areas of new
avenues of mobilising resources, introduction of
new products, identifying critical areas and taking
corrective actions to improve the rating of
SCARDBs, preparation of manuals on functional
areas with a view to evolve consistent policies and
well documented procedure specifying authority
and accountability at various levels as well as
recovery and NPA management.

[C] PUBLICATIONS
Land Bank Journal Monthly Newsletter

Federation started publishing Land Bank Journal
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Monthly Newsletter since 1st April 2023 and has
published the same for all the 12 months during the
year. The LB] Newsletter is also published as an e-
letter in addition to the printed version. The total
circulation of the newsletter has now reached
circulation of 4000 subscribers by the end of the
year. The newsletter covers important events in
the sector and also reports on activities of member
banks as well as news on important events in the
cooperative sector at national level which also
covers the programmes and initiatives by Ministry
of Cooperation.

Annual Statistical Bulletin

Collection and compilation of statistics relating to
member banks' operations and publication of
Annual Statistical Bulletin is also undertaken by the
Cell. Federation is trying to make this important
publication up to date by streamlining the reporting
system in order to remove the delay in getting
ground level data. The Annual Statistical Bulletin
for the year 2021-22 is published and circulated.
The Annual Statistical Bulletin for the year 2022-23
is being released soon.

Monthly Progress Report of ARDBs

Federation collects and compiles data on member
banks' key operations on a monthly basis for review
at its level and reporting to Govt of India. Loans
disbursements, Recovery performance,
Borrowings and Deposit Mobilisation are the main
areas covered in the monthly progress report.

Data on operations of 13 fully functional SCARDBs 4. Borrowings Outstanding

during 2023-24 are furnished in Statements given in
the Annexures of this Report.

1. LoansAdvances

The total advances of 13 fully functional SCARDBs
as on 31 March 2024 were ¥5616.59 crores as
against ¥5429.43 crores compared to the
previous year. Aggregate lending by SCARDBs
increased by ¥187.16 crores registering a growth
of 3.45% during the year. Out of 13 fully

functional SCARDBSs, 8 have registered growth in 5.

lending during the year. While other SCARDBs
showed a declining trend during the year. There
was significant slide in Punjab SCADB which
couldn't lend this year and Rajasthan RSBVB
could lend 1/3rd of its last year lending.

2. LoansOutstanding

Total loans outstanding of SCARDBs as on
31.3.2024 stood at ¥21474.16 crores as against
21158.34 crores during the previous year
indicating growth of ¥315.82 crores (1.49%) in
overall business level.

3. Borrowings

The 13 fully Functional SCARDBs has total
borrowings at ¥2967.89 crores during 2023-24 as
against ¥3350.28 crores during 2022-23
registering decline of 3382.40 crores. The
composition of resources raised from different
agencies shows that, 74% of borrowings was
sourced from NABARD while NCDC and others
including State Govt., NHB, SCB, etc. accounted
for the balance of 26%. Further, 7 out of 13 fully
functional SCARDBs confirmed to be non-
recipient of NABARD'’s refinance during the year.
Out of these 6 banks, 4 SCARDBs increased
drawal of refinance.

The total borrowings outstanding of fully
functional SCARDBs stood at ¥12219.44 crores as
on 31.3.2024 as against ¥12560.13 crores in the
previous year with nominal decline of ¥340.70
crores. NABARD'’s borrowing outstanding during
the year stood at ¥10249.36 crores accounted for
84% of the total borrowings outstanding which
declined by 2.14% from ¥10495.32 crores during
2022-23t03%10249.36 crores during 2023-24.

Deposits Outstanding

Total outstanding deposits of SCARDBs, as on
31.3.2024 were 32259.51 crores as against
%2222.72 crores as of March 31, 2023. Karnataka
and Kerala SCARDBs, occupy first two positions in
deposit mobilization followed by Tamil Nadu,
West Bengal, Gujarat, Jammu & Kashmir,
Himachal Pradesh and Punjab while deposit
mobilization is yet to pick up momentum in
Haryana, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh. Outof 13
banks, 6 banks increased deposits outstanding at
the end of 2023-24 and 6 banks suffered
depletion compared to the previous year.

Deposits raised by 10 banks during the year stood
at ¥1653.33 crores as against ¥1996.86 crores in
the previous year

Financial Details

According to pre-audited data furnished by fully
functional SCARDBs for 2023-24, 10 banks
posted net profits during the year. Total profits
earned by these banks during the year stood at
%267.91 crore registering a decrease of ¥172.68
crores from ¥440.59 crores by same banks in the
previous year. Out of 13 Banks, 3 banks which
registered losses of ¥541.31 crores in 2023-24
from Y40.48 crores in the previous year.



7. Non-Performing Assets (NPA)

The gross NPAs of 13 fully functional SCARDBSs,
slightly decreased to 36.43% in 2023-24 from
38.84% in the previous year. Only Kerala,
Pondicherry and Tamil Nadu could contain the
NPA at tolerable levels of 11.81%, 2.96% and
9.57% respectively. While gross NPAs of all other
SCARDBs stood above 25%. In case of Karnataka
SCARDB the NPA position for 2022-23 is
considered for review as position for 2023-24
was not reported.

Recovery Position

DCB figures are reported by 12 SCARDs out of 13
fully functional SCARDBs. Rajasthan RSBVB has
not reported its DCB position for 2023-24.

DCB Position of SCARDBs has shown
improvement during the year at apex level.
Aggregate average recovery of SCARDBs at apex
level stood at 45.36% compared to 44.86%
during the previous year. Recovery at Ultimate
Borrowers’ level shown a slight decline during the
year from 41.21% to 41.07%.

i. AtApexlevel

At Apex Level, the total demand of SCARDBs
during 2023-24 stood at ¥12279.76 crores as
against ¥14877.59 crores in previous year. The
total amount of collections decreased by 16.54%
from 36674.41 crores to ¥5569.51 crores during
the year. The aggregate overdues at SCARDB
level decreased from 38203.17 crores to
%6710.25 crores during the year, which is a
welcome trend.

ii. AtGround Level

At the Ultimate Borrowers level, total demand
stood at ¥15358.63 crores in 2023-24 as against
316775.62 crores in 2022-23 registering a
decline of 8.45%. Against this, recoveries during
2023-24 were 36308.51 crores compared to
6913.04 crores in the previous year registering a
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decrease of 8.75%. The overdues at Ultimate
Borrowers level also declined by 8.24% from
%9862.58 crores in 2022-23 t039050.12 crores in
2023-24.

9. Staff Position

The total staff position of 13 fully functional
SCARDBs was 4371 during 2023-24 as against
4430 during the previous years showing a slight
reduction in staff of 59. Similarly the total staff of
PCARDBs were also reduced by 145 from 4035 in
2022-23t03890in 2023-24.

10. Organizational Network (Outlets)

Total number of operational units increased from
1845 during 2022-23 to 1868 during 2023-24.
While the number of branches of SCARDBs
remained constant as in the previous year, the
Supervisory Units, PCARDBs and Branches of
PCARDBs were increased during the year to 84
from 83, 609 from 604 and 518 from 499
respectively compared to the previous year.

11. Membership

The total membership of 13 fully functional
SCARDBs stood at 102.80 lakhs showing a
decrease during 2023-24 as compared to 2022-
23 which was at 109.35 lakhs. The number of
borrowing membership decreased by 7.13 lakhs
during the year under review from 40.07 lakhs
(31.3.2023) to 32.94 lakhs (31.3.2024). While,
the number of Non-borrowing membership
increased slightly by 0.58 lakhs during 2023-24
at 69.86 lakhs as against 69.28 lakhs during
2022-23.

The above analysis is based on the data furnished
by the member banks based on the unaudited figures
of 2023-24 (tentative). For banks which did not report
the required information for the year 2023-24, figures
of 2022-23 was considered for review of operations.
