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ECONOMIC SCENE
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India is set to dominate the global economic
landscape maintaining its status as the fastest
growing major economy for the next 2 fiscal years. The
January 2025 edition of the World Bank’'s Global
Economic Prospects (GEP) report projects India’s
economy to grow at a steady rate of 6.7% in both
financial year 2026 & 2027 significantly outpacing the
global average growth rate of 2.7% projected for the
next 2 years. The World Economic Outlook report of
IMF has also reinforced India's strong economic
trajectory. The IMF forecasts India's growth to remain
robust at 6.5% for both year 2025 and 2026. This
consistent growth outlook reflects India's stable
economic fundamentals and its ability to maintain
momentum despite global uncertainties. The
continued strength of India’s economic performance,
as projected by both the World Bank and IMF,
underscores the country's resilience and highlights
the sustained strength of economic fundamentals,
making India a crucial player in the global economic

landscape.

The Economic survey for 2024-25 estimates India’s
GDP growth for FY 2025 at 6.4% against projected
global growth rate of 3.2% in the next S years. The real
GDP growth in FY 2026 is expected to grow between
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6.3 and 6.8%, keeping in mind the upsides and
downsides to growth. While the thrust on grassroot
level reforms and deregulation have
positive impact on growth, geopolitical tensions,
ongoing global conflicts and global trade policy risks
continue to pose significant challenges to growth.
The data on external India’s
merchandise exports grew by 1.6% in April to
December 2024 while imports rose by 52%. Retail
inflation has come down from 5.4% to 4.9% in April to
December 2024. The continuous increase in capital
expenditure is another positive trend contributing to
the growth.

sector shows that

The share of services sector in GDP has risen from
50.56% in FY 2014 to 55.3% in 2025 with an average
annual growth rate of 8.00% in the pre-pandemic
years (2013-2020) and at 8.3% in post-pandemic period
(2023-2025). The industrial sector which contributes
about 29.00% of GDP is expected to grow by 6.2% in
2025. The agriculture and allied activities which
contribute approximately 16% of GDP is projected to
grow by 3.8%. In agriculture, the fisheries sector has
shown the highest compound annual growth rate of
8.7% followed by livestock with compounded growth
rate of 8%.

The agriculture sector which contributes 16% of India’s
Gross Value Addition (GVA) in 2025 is the bedrock of
the nation's economy. Despite challenges posed by
global health crisis and variability in climate
conditions, the sector demonstrated remarkable
tenacity and resilience, contributing significantly to
India’'s economic recovery and development. The
sector grew at a higher average annual rate of 3.7%
from FY 2015 to FY 2023 compared to 3.4% from 2025 to
2014. The real GVA of agriculture and allied sector has
been estimated to grow by 3.8% during 2025
comparedto1.4%in2024.

The total food grains production estimated for 2025 is
330.8 milliontonnes, marking a rise of 1.1 million tonnes
compared to the previous year and falling short

marginally from the record production of 332.29
million tonnes in 2023-24. High-value sectors like
horticulture, livestock and fisheries have become key
drivers of overall agricultural growth. Kharif food grain
production for 2024 is expected to reach 1647.05 lakh
Metric Tonnes (LMT), an increase of 89.37 LMT from the
previous year. For the fiscal year 2024-25, the MSP for
Arhar and Bajra has been increased by 59% and 77%
over the weighted average cost of production,
respectively. The fisheries sector registered the
highest compound annual growth rate (CAGR) of 8.7%,
followed by livestock with a CAGR of 8%.

Policy Initiatives in Agriculture Sector

Agriculture being a State subject, Govt of India
supports the efforts of the State through appropriate



policy measures and budgetary allocations under
various schemes. The objectives of these schemes are
enhancing welfare of farmers by increasing
production, ensuring remunerative returns and
income support.

One notable intervention among these, is the
consistent increase in Minimum Support Prices
(MSPs) for 22 Kharif and Rabi crops. Since the
agricultural year 2018-19, the government has ensured
a minimum of 50% margin over the all-India weighted
average cost of production for each crop covered
under MSP. This price support also aims to reduce
India's import dependence and foster diversification
towards pulses, oil,and commercial crops

The policy initiatives, such as Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Maandhan Yojana (PM-KMY), Pradhan Mantri Kisan
Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN), and Pradhan Mantri Fasal
Bima Yojana (PMFBY), have played a pivotal role in
providing financial and income support to farmers.
PM-KISAN,
financial needs of small and marginal landholding
farmers by transferring 6,000 per year in three equal
four-monthly instalments. Till February 2025, 3.5 lakh
crore have been transferred to nearly 100 million small
holder farmers. Additionally, the government provides
pension benefits to 24.66 lakh small and marginal
farmersenrolled underthe PM-KMY.

« Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY): This
crop insurance scheme protects farmers from

Kisan Credit Card (KCC): The scheme provides
access to credit for agricultural activities, and the
number of KCCs has been significantly increased.

Minimum Support Price (MSP) Enhancement:
The government regularly revises the MSP for
various crops, ensuring farmers receive a
guaranteed minimum price for their produce.

Technology & Infrastructure Development:

o Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF): This
fund aims to improve post-harvest
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management and strengthen the agricultural
infrastructure.

National Agriculture Market (e-NAM): This
platform provides farmerswith direct access to
national markets and facilitates online trading
ofagricultural products.

Digital Platform for Farm Mechanization and
Technology: This initiative promotes the
adoption of technology and mechanization in
farming practices.

National Mission for Sustainable Agriculture
(NMSA): This mission focuses on sustainable
agriculture practices and promotes resource-
efficienttechnologies.

Other Important Initiatives:

o Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchayee Yojana
(PMKSY): This scheme aims to increase the
irrigation capacity ofthe country.

o National Beekeeping and Honey Mission
(NBHM): This mission aims to promote
beekeeping and honey production.

o Seed Authentication, Traceability and

Holistic Inventory (SATHI): This initiative
ensuresthe quality and traceability of seeds.

o Agri Stack Portal: This portal provides a
centralized platform for accessing information
andservicesrelated toagriculture.

While the agriculture sector has performed well
consistently, continuous innovation in farming
practices, crop variety improvements, and technology
adoption are essential to meet the growing demands
for diversified and nutritious food baskets. Further,
policy consistency and continuity that expand market
and production choicesfor farmers, which, atthe same
time, keep the larger environmental and ecological
considerations and natural resources availability and
demand in the country, will be useful in encouraging

farmerstoadopt newtechnologiesand practices.

‘SAHAKAR-SE-SAMRIDDHI- MAJOR INITIATIVES OF
THE MINISTRY OF COOPERATION

The Ministry of Cooperation under the visionary



leadership of Shri Amit Shah as the first Cooperation
Minister of the country since its formation in 6th July
2021 has taken more than 50 major initiatives so far to
realise the vision of Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi ‘Sahakar-se-Samriddhi’.
initiatives are listed under 33 major heads as below.

These

1. Model Bye-Laws for making PACS Multipurpose

The Model Byelaws is a major initiative to convert PACS
to multipurpose societies catering to the entire credit
and noncredit needs of rural population. This will
increase the sources of income of PACS/LAMPs and
create new employment opportunities in more than
25 new sectors like dairy, fisheries, storage, etc. 32
States/Union Territories have already adopted the
Model Byelaws of PACS and the process of
implementation of Model Byelaws is underway in the
remaining States/Union Territories.

2. Strengthening of PACS through

Computerization

To enhance the efficiency of PACS, computerization of
PACS/LAMPS has been started. Total 67,930 functional
PACS/LAMPS are being linked with NABARD through
asingle National Software Network.

3. Establishment of Multipurpose PACS / Dairy /
Fisheries Cooperative Societies in every

Panchayat/Village

The Union Cabinet in February 2023 approved the
Scheme for setting up 2 lakh new Multi-purpose
PACS/Dairy/Fisheries Cooperative Societies in the
Panchayats/Villages not covered so far, in the next 5
years. The scheme is currently under implementation
in 23 States/UTs.

4. World's largest Decentralized Grain Storage
Program in Cooperative sector to ensure food
security

The Govt in May 2023 approved the World's largest
food storage scheme in the cooperative sector. Under
this scheme, different types of agricultural
infrastructure such as godowns, custom hiring
centres, processing units, fair price shops etc. will be
created by convergence of various schemes of the
Governmentof Indiaatthe PACS level.
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PACS as Common Service Centres (CSCs) for
better access to e-Services

5.

An MoU has been signed on 02.02.2023 between
Ministry of Cooperation, Ministry of Electronics and
Information Technology, NABARD and CSC e-
Governance Services India Limited for providing CSC
services through PACS, after which PACS have now
become capable of providing more than 300 E-
services provided by CSC.

Formation of new Farmer Producer
Organizations (FPOs) by PACS

6.

Under the FPO scheme, it has been decided to allot
100 additional FPOs to the National Cooperative
Development Corporation (NCDC) in cooperative
sector. Now, PACS will be able to do other economic
activities related to agriculture as FPOs. This initiative
will also be helpful in providing the members of the
cooperative societies with the necessary market
linkage to get fair and remunerative prices for their
produce.

7. Eligibility of PACS for LPG Distributorship

On the initiative of Ministry of Cooperation, the
Petroleum Ministry has amended its rules to make
PACS eligible for LPG distributorship, after which PACS
will also be able to distribute LPG. Guidelines have
beenissued forobtaining LPG distributorship by PACS.

PACS as Jan Aushadhi Kendra for access to
generic medicines at Rural level

8.

Based on the suggestion of MoC, the Ministry of
Chemicals and Fertilizers has decided to open Jan
Aushadhi Kendras by PACS/Cooperative Societies with
drug licenses from State Drug Controllers. Based on
the initiative of MOC, the Ministry of Chemicals and
Fertilizers shall open Jan Aushadhi Kendras by
PACS/Cooperative Societies with drug licences from
State Drug Controllers, at village/block level.

PACS as Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samridhi Kendra
(PMKSK)

9.

The Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers decided to
upgrade the PACS already functioning as fertilizer
distribution centres as Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samridhi



Kendras (PMKSK). It was also decided to make PACS
act as drone entrepreneurs for spraying fertilizers and
pesticides. Additionally, drones can also be used for
property surveys. This will create new business
opportunities for PACS and increase their profits. As
per information provided by States/UTs, 36,180 PACS in
22 States/UTs have been upgraded to PMKSK,
remainingarein progress.

10. Micro-ATMs to Bank Mitra Cooperative
Societies with the help of NABARD

Dairy and Fisheries cooperative societies have also
been made Bank Mitra of District Central Cooperative
Banks and State Cooperative Banks. To ensure their
ease of doing business, transparency and financial
inclusion, Micro-ATMs are also being given to these
Bank Mitra Co-operative Societies with support from
NABARD to provide 'Door Step Financial Services'.

1. Rupay Kisan Credit Card to Members of

Cooperative Societies

A Pilot project has been started in Panchmahal and
Banaskantha districts of Gujarat to expand the reach
and capacity of Rural Co-operative Banks and to
provide necessary liquidity to the members of rural Co-
operative Societies.

12. PACS asPaaniSamiti

In order to utilize the reach of PACS in rural areas, on
the initiative of the Ministry of Cooperation, Ministry of
Jal Shakti has written a Letter to all the States to make
PACS eligible as‘Paani Samiti’ to undertake the work of
Operation and Maintenance (O&M) of Piped Water
Supplyschemesinrural areas.

13. Convergence of PM-KUSUM Scheme at PACS

Level

The structure and reach of PACS, which have direct
linkage with 13 Crore farmer members, is proposed to
be leveraged to set up decentralized solar power
plantsatthe Panchayat level.

14. Formation of Fish Farmer Producer
Organisation (FPPO)

In order to provide market linkage and providing
processing facilities to the fishermen, NCDC has
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registered 69 FPPOs in the initial phase. Department
of Fisheries, Government of India has further allocated
conversion of 1000 existing fisheries cooperative
societiesinto FPPOs to NCDC, with an approved outlay
ofX225.50crore.

15. Three new Multi-State Cooperative Societies at
the National level

Under the guidance of Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi and leadership of Hon'ble Cooperation
Minister Shri Amit Shah, the Ministry of Cooperation
constitutes the following three new Multi-State
Cooperative Societies for Exports, Certified Seed and
Organic Products.

(i) Multi-State Cooperative

New National Level

Society for Exports

Under the Multi-State Cooperative Societies Act, 2002,
a new National Cooperative Exports Limited (NCEL)
has been set up as an Umbrella organization to
promote exports from the cooperative sector.
Cooperative societies from Primary to National level
including District, State, National Level Federations
and Multi-State Cooperative Societies can become its
members.

(i) New National Level Multi-State Cooperative
Society for Certified Seeds

Under the Multi-State Cooperative Societies Act, 2002,
a new Bhartiya Beej Sahakari Samiti Limited (BBSSL)
has been set up as an Umbrella organization for
cultivation, production and distribution of improved
seeds under a single brand name. Cooperative
Societies (Primary, District, State level) of States/Union
Territories can become its members. This Society will
increase availability of improved seeds to the farmers,
boost productivity of crops and enhance the income of
thefarmers.

(iii) New National Level Multi-State Cooperative
Society for Organic Farming

The National Cooperative Organics Limited (NCOL)
has been established under the Multi-State
Cooperative Societies Act, 2002 as an Umbrella
organization which will work for production,
distribution and marketing of certified and authentic



organic products. level
cooperative societies including District, State, National
Level Federations, Multi-State Cooperative Societies,

and Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs) can

Primary to National

become its members. This will increase production of
organic products and increase the profit of the

farmers.

16. Relief in Income Tax law for Cooperative
Societies

(i) Reduction in surcharge on Income Tax for

Cooperative Societies

Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah has
made untiring efforts with the objective of bringing
parity between cooperative sector and companies. The
surcharge on Income Tax for Cooperative Societies
with income from X1 Crore to 10 Crore has been
reduced from 12% to 7% at par with Companies. This
will reduce the burden of Income Tax on Cooperative
Societies and more capital will be available with the
societies towork for the benefit of the members.

(i) Reduction in Minimum Alternate Tax (MAT) on
Cooperative Societies

The Minimum Alternate Tax rate for Cooperative
Societies has been reduced from 18.5% to 15%. With this
provision, now there is parity between Cooperative
Societies and Companies in this regard. This will
strengthen cooperative societies and Cooperative
Sector willexpand.

(iii) Increase in limit of Cash Deposits and Cash Loans
by PACSand PCARDBs

The limit for Cash Deposits and Cash Loans by PACS
and Primary Cooperative Agriculture and Rural
Development Banks (PCARDBSs) has been increased
from 20,000 to 2 lakh per member. This provision
will facilitate their activities, increase their business
and benefitthe members of societies.

(iv) Tax cut for new manufacturing Cooperative

Societies

New manufacturing cooperative societies
commencing manufacturing operations by March 31,
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2024, will be taxed at a flat rate of 15% as against the
existing tax rate of up to 30% with surcharge. With this
provision, now there is parity between Cooperative
Societies and companies in this regard. This will
encourage the formation of new cooperative societies
inthe manufacturing sector.

Increase in the limit of Tax Deducted at Source
(TDS) in Cash Withdrawal

V)

Under the leadership of Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi and the guidance of Hon'ble
Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah Union
Government through the Budget 2023-24, has
increased the cash withdrawal limit of cooperative
societies without deduction of tax at source from
X lcroretoXI 3crore peryear. This provision will save Tax
Deducted at Source (TDS) for cooperative societies,
which they will be able to use to work for the benefit of
theirmembers.

(vi) Reliefin cash transactions under section 269ST of
thelncome TaxAct

The Income Tax Department has issued a circular
making it clear that now the 'Contract' made by
cooperative societies with their distributors will not be
considered as ‘one event’. With this clarification, cash
transaction less than 2 lakhs done by a cooperative
society with its distributor in a day will be considered
separately, and they will not be charged with income
tax penalty. With this, State and District milk unions
will now be able to receive payment less than X 2 lakh
per day in cash from their distributors and do payment
in cash to member milk producers during Bank
holidays.

17. Computerisation of Central Registrar’s office

The office of the Central Registrar is responsible for
administering the Multi State Co-operative Societies
(MSCS) Act, 2002. The office of the Central Registrar is
being computerized to create a digital ecosystem for
Multi-State Cooperative Societies. This will help in
processing applications and service requests in a time
bound manner through electronic work flow at the
Central 18 Registrar's Office. It will have provisions for
OTP based user registration, verification check for



compliance with MSCS Act and Rules, hearing through
VC, issue of registration certificate and other
communication, electronically. Hon'ble Cooperation
Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated this digital portal
on August 06,2023.

18. The Multi-State Co-operative Societies
(Amendment) Act, 2023

The Multi-State Co-operative Societies (Amendment)
Act, 2023 aims to amend Multi-State Co-operative
Societies Act, 2002 to incorporate the provisions of the
97th Constitutional Amendment and to strengthen
governance, increase transparency, increase
accountability, improve election process, etc in Multi
State Cooperative Societies. This Bill was introduced in
the Lok Sabha on December 7, 2022, and was referred
to a Joint Parliamentary Committee of both the
Houses on December 20, 2022. The Bill has been
passed by the Lok Sabha on July 25, 2023 and by the
Rajya Sabha on August 01, 2023. The Multi-State Co-
operative Societies (Amendment) Act, 2023 has come

intoforce from 3rd August, 2023.

19. Revival of Cooperative Sugar Mills
(i)
Cooperative Sugar Mills will not have to pay additional

income tax on payment of higher sugarcane prices to
farmers up to the fair and remunerative price or the

Relieffrom Income Tax to Cooperative Sugar Mills

State advised price. With this provision, Cooperative
Sugar Mills will now be able to give higher price of
sugarcane to their members and they will get income
taxdeduction on this higher expenditure. According to
the clarification issued on 25.10.2021, this provision is
applicable fromm 01.04.2016 and since then, farmer
members are getting this benefit through cooperative
sugar mills.

(i) Resolving decades old pending issues related to
income tax of Cooperative Sugar Mills

A new sub-section 19(1) has been included in Section
155 of Income Tax, by which the payments made by
cooperative sugar factories to sugarcane farmers
before 2016-17 will be treated as expenditure. As per
report given by National Federation of Cooperative
Sugar Factories Limited this has benefitted
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cooperative sugar mills to the tune of 46,524 crore,
thusresolving decade pending Income Tax issues.

(iii) Constituting a Special Fund with a corpus of
10,000 crore in NCDC for strengthening Cooperative
Sugar Mills, ethanol
Petroleum from Cooperative Sugar Mills at terms on
par with private mills, reduction of GST from 28% to 5%

on molasses which will increase demand for molasses
fromn Cooperative Sugar Mills, etc are other supports
given to Cooperative sugar sector at the initiative of
Ministry of Cooperation

20. Redressal of Difficulties faced by Cooperative
Banks

At the intervention of Shri Amit Shah, Hon’ble Union
Cooperation Minister, several difficulties faced by
cooperative banks in their business are now resolved.
Issues in opening new branches, implementing OTS
Schemes, enhancing housing loan limit, lending to
commercial real estate sector, issuing collateral free
loans to cooperatives, onboarding in ‘Aadhaar enabled
payment system’, relaxation in the scheduling norms
for Urban Cooperative Banks (UCBs), RBI approval for
Umbrella Organisation for UCBs etc., are some of the
additional facilities extended to Cooperative Banks at
theintervention of the Ministry of Cooperation.

2. Expansion of National Cooperative

Development Corporation (NCDC)

New schemes for Cooperative Societies started by
NCDC

agricultural credit; 'Dairy Sahakar' for dairy and

Financial Assistance by NCDC for Deep Sea
Trawlers

NCDC is providing financial assistance for projects
related to deep sea trawlers in coordination with the
Department of Fisheries, Government of India. NCDC
has already sanctioned financial assistance of X20.30



crore for purchase of 14 deep sea trawlers for the
Fisheries Cooperative Societies of Maharashtra.

22. The Cabinet has approved Cooperative Societies
to be registered as 'Buyer' on Government e-
Marketplace (GeM) on 1st June, 2022. Hon'ble
Cooperation Minister Shri Amit Shah e-launched the
on-boarding of Cooperative Societies on the GeM
Portal on 09 August 2022 in New Delhi. Cooperative
Societies will now be able to buy from around 60 lakh
authentic sellers/service providers available across the
country onthesingle platform of GeM.

23. Formulation of New National Cooperation
Policy

In order to realize Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi's vision of 'Prosperity through
Cooperation', Hon'ble Cooperation Minister Shri Amit
Shah has decided to formulate a new Cooperation
Policy in the country. A Multidisciplinary and National
level committee consisting of 49 members comprising
experts and stakeholders from different States and
across the Country has been constituted under the
leadership of former Union Minister Shri Suresh
Prabhu to formulate the New Cooperation Policy. So
far, 17 meetings of the Expert Committee have been
held, during which detailed discussions were held with
the stakeholders and the new National Cooperation
Policy isexpected to be ready soon.

24. New National Cooperative Database

The MOC isin the process of building up authentic and
updated National Cooperative Database in a phased
manner with the assistance of State Governments.
Under the First Phase, mapping of about 2.64 lakh
societies of PACS, dairy and fisheries was completed. In
the Second Phase, mapping of National Cooperative
Societies and Federations was completed. So far, in
the last phase, about 8.19 lakh cooperative societies
have beenincluded in the database.

25. Establishment of Cooperative University

At the initiative of Ministry of Cooperation, the
Parliament has passed the ‘Tribhuvan Sahakari
University Bill' on1st April 2025. The Act seekstoset up
the national Cooperative University at Anand, Gujarat.
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IRMA will be dissolved and become one of the Schools
of the Tribhuvan University with autonomous status.
The objectives of the Tribhuvan Sahakari University
include making available qualified and skilled
manpower to meet the needs of the cooperative
sector and to provide training, education and capacity
building to the employees and board members of
cooperatives.

26. Promotion of training and awareness through
NCCT

The National Council for Cooperative Training (NCCT),
an autonomous institute under the Ministry of
Cooperation, organizes cooperative education and
training programs for personnel, members and board
members of Cooperative Societies across the country,
including personnel from Cooperative Departments of
States/UTs.

27. Computerization of Agriculture and Rural
Development Banks (ARDBs)

To strengthen the Long-term Cooperative Credit
Structure, the Ministry of Cooperation has approved a
Centrally Sponsored Scheme for Computerization of
Agriculture and Rural Development Banks (ARDBsS). It
will have various components such as hardware
procurement, comprehensive Enterprise Resource
Planning (ERP) solutions, digitization, providing
training and support, and maintenance of software,
etc.25% of the expenditure incurred in this scheme will
be borne by the ARDBs and the remaining 75% by the
Central and State governments. Computerization will
provide various benefits to ARDBSs, such as increased
efficiency, faster loan disbursement,
transaction costs, increased transparency and lower
imbalances of payments, etc.

28. Scheme for computerization of office of
Registrar of Cooperative Societies in States/
Union Territories

To increase ease of doing business for Cooperative
Societies and create a digital ecosystem for
transparent paperless regulation in all States/Union
Territories, Ministry of Cooperation has approved a
Centrally Sponsored Scheme for computerization of



offices of Registrar of Cooperative Societies of all
States/UTs. The software developed under thisscheme
will be based on the Cooperative Act of the respective
State/UT.

29. White Revolution 2.0

Ministry of Cooperation, Government of India, has
launched a new initiative of ‘White Revolution 2.0’ with
the aim of enhancing employment, promoting
women's empowerment and improving milk
production through cooperative societies. The key
objectives of this initiative are 50% increase in
procurement of milk by dairy cooperatives, providing
market access to dairy farmers in areas that have not
yet been covered by the organized dairy sector and
promoting the share of dairy cooperative societies in
the organized dairy sector. Ministry of Cooperation, in
collaboration with the National Dairy Development
Board (NDDB), has prepared and launched an SOP on
19th September, 2024 to guide the effective
implementation of this initiative.

30. Atmanirbharta Abhiyan

Ministry of Cooperation has launched the initiative to
incentivize production of pulses (tur, masur and urad)
to reduce dependency on imports, and production of
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maize to be used for production of ethanol for meeting
the goal of Ethanol Blending Programme (EBP).
National Cooperative Consumer Federation (NCCF)
and National Agricultural Cooperative Marketing
Federation of India (NAFED) are the central nodal
agenciesunderthisinitiative.

31. Refundto Investors of Sahara Group of Societies

The Ministry of Cooperation filed a Petition in the
Hon'ble Supreme Court based on which the Hon'ble
Supreme Court vide order dated 29.03.2023, directed
to transfer 5000 crore from Sahara-SEBI
account to the Central Registrar of Co-operative
Societies for disbursement of valid dues of the
depositors of 4 Cooperative Societies of Sahara Group
(Sahara Credit Cooperative Ltd., Saharayan Universal
Multipurpose Society Ltd.,, Hamara India Credit
Cooperative Society Ltd. and Stars Multipurpose
Cooperative Society Ltd.).

Claims for 88,924 Crore have been received so far in
'CRCS-Sahara Refund Portal' from 3.64 crore
depositors of which an amount of 1496.28 Crore has
been released to 9,42,364 depositors of Sahara Group
of Cooperative Societies.

Historically, farmers in India are resource poor who
depend heavily on borrowings to facilitate production
and smoothening of consumption pattern. With
customary uncertainties of farming under rainfed
conditions, increasing indebtedness of farmers at
exploitative interest rates has been a continuous
characteristic of Indian agriculture. Institutional credit
was virtually absent till the end of 19th Century though
farmers occasionally were given loans by the GoWt,
especially during drought years. The idea of forming
Cooperative Societies to give loans to farmers came
only in the beginning of 20th Century. This thinking
finally resulted in the enactment of Cooperative
Societies Act in 1904. Cooperatives gradually became
an important source of agricultural credit throughout
the country. Rural credit also received continuous

v
attention of the Govt in the early part of 20th Century.

The original Act of 1904 was followed by a new
Cooperative Act in 1912 to give legal recognition to
Cooperative Credit Societies. Establishment of
Provincial Cooperative Banks, resulting in the creation
of 3-tier Cooperative credit structure was another
The

operations of credit cooperatives however, confined to

important development during this period.

short term loans. At the same time, farmers were in
need of long term loans to free their land from prior
debts, which claimed a major portion of crops they
produced by way of interest on such debts. Land
Mortgage Banks were established in early 1920s to
meet such long term credit needs of farmers. The
establishment of first Land Mortgage Bank in Punjab
in 1920 was followed by formation of such banks at



provincialand primary levelsin the provinces. In spite of
all these efforts by 1951, only 3.3% of farmers had
accessed credit from Cooperatives and only less than
1% of farmers managed to get loans from Commercial
Banks. All India Rural Credit Survey Committee in 1954
observed that agricultural credit fell short of right
guantity, was not of the right type and did not serve the
right purpose and often failed to go to the right people.
Committee observed several deficiencies in the
performance of cooperatives in meeting the credit
needs of farmers, but found that cooperatives had a
vital role in channelizing credit to the farmers and
summed up that ‘Cooperation has failed, but
Cooperation must succeed'. Agricultural Refinance
Corporation was established in 1963 to make long term
funds available to Cooperative Rural Credit Structure,
particularly Land Development Banks. All India Rural
Credit Review Committee was set up in 1966 to review
the availability of rural credit and recommend
measures to improve flow of agricultural credit. The
Committee recommended that Commercial Banks
should play a complementary role along with
Bank

nationalization and introduction of the concept of

cooperatives in extending rural credit.
priority sector lending in 1969 acted as a catalyst to
bring commmercial banksin the Rural Credit Systemina
big way. Lead Bank Scheme was also introduced in the
same year for decentralized planning under which
each district was placed with one of the commercial
banks.

desirable improvement in credit flow to agriculture

All these initiatives however, failed to bring

mainly because commmercial banks were not tuned to
the needs of small and marginal farmers, while
cooperatives lacked resources to meet the growing
demand for credit. It was on the above background
that Regional Rural banks (RRBs) were set up in 1975
based on the recommendations of Narsimhan
Working Group. RRBs were conceived as a separate
banking structure, combining the co-operative
advantages of local feel and familiarity of rural

problemsand the professionalism and resource base of
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commercial banks. Thus, towards the end of 70s a
Multi-Agency System comprising of Cooperatives,
Commercial banks and RRBs was emerged for rural
credit. Subsequently, following recommendations of
the Committee to Review Arrangements for
Institutional Credit for Agriculture and Rural
Development, National Bank for Agriculture & Rural
Development (NABARD) was set up in 1982, which took
over the entire operations of ARDC and the refinancing
functions of RBI with regard to agriculture and rural
credit. NABARD plays a central role in providing
financial assistance and facilitating institutional
development in the area of rural credit. 1990s
witnessed initiation of financial sector reforms based
on the report of Committee on the financial system
(Chairman Shri M. Narsimhan 1991).

Several

constituted during this period including High level
Committee on Agricultural Credit through commercial
Banks (R.V. Gupta, 1998), Task Force Study to study the
functioning of Cooperative credit system and to
suggest measures for strengthening (Jagdish Kapoor,
1999), Expert Committee on Rural Credit (V.S. Vyas,
2001), Vaidyanathan Task Force | & Il in early 2000s etc.
The financial sector reforms in India since 1990s were
carried out mainly on the basis of the
recommendations of the above Committees. However,
itis observed that while the recommendations relating
to Commercial banks and RRBs were mostly
implemented those relating to strengthening of Rural
Cooperative Credit Structure were not given required
attention. Vaidyanathan Task Force Report on STCCS
was not fully implemented whereas Vaidyanathan
Task Force Report on LTCCS was ignored and not
implemented atall.

There has been phenomenal growth in the credit flow
to agriculture from its implementation as may be seen
from the table below showing yearly targets and
achievements for agricultural credit from 2004-05 to
2024-25.

Over the past few decades, especially since 1990-91, the
share of long term credit has been continuously
decreasing implying that farmers are taking loans for
recurring expenditures rather than to fund long term
investments. Although the flow of production credit
has been on the increase year after year, it has not
resulted in proportionate increase in agricultural
production, due to falling share of investment credit
and slowdown in the rate of capital formation and
productivity enhancement.

The institutional credit delivery mechanism does not
have long term resources. The refinance facility from
NABARD is only by way of liquidity support to the
banks. Commercial Banks generally squeeze the
repayment period for their investment credit support
thereby compelling the farmers to repay their loans
even without any income. Following observations of
Y.C. Nanda Working Group on Enhancing the Share of
ARDBs in Long Term Agricultural Credit are worth
quoting here. “Cooperative banks and RRBs do not



have adequate long term resources to augment their
share in investment credit. ARDBs continues to be an
important source to support the investment credit
needs of their members with or sometimes even
without NABARD's refinance support. If the share of
investment credit by ARDBs need to be expanded, they
should be provided with liberalized funding from
NABARD or any other higher financing agency as
ARDBs are the only channel purposely created for
providing long term investment credit support. It,
therefore, calls for a relook on the refinancing policy of
NABARD which should play a proactive role of
supporting the ARDBs instead of adopting restricted
lending policies. In fact, NABARD has been first
recovering its refinance dues fromm ARDBs even when
theyare notin a position to recover from the borrowing
members, since its inception. This policy of NABARD
needs to be relooked and it should adopt later-end
repayment of its refinance instalments by the ARDBs.
Such an approach would give adequate cushion to
ARDBs in meeting unfavorable recovery climate
arising out of various socio-political reasons and
NABARD would also take part in
approach.”

risk sharing

The Finance Minister has projected credit flow to
agriculture X27.50 lakh crore in 2025-26, which is 16.50%
more than the actual credit disbursements of X25.10
lakh crore during 2024-25.

On the above background, the Finance Minister has
earmarked 316.00 lakh crore for Short term crop loans
and X11.50 lakh crore to Term loans to be disbursed by
banksduring 2024-25.

High interest rates payable by farmers for investment
credit is another issue that should be addressed on
priority. Central Govt. has taken steps for keeping
interest rate of crop loans at affordable rates. After the
interest subvention of 3% the maximum interest rate
oncrop loansis 4% perannum. With additional interest
subvention by State Governments crop loans are now
available at zero interest rate in some states. However,
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none of these measures to reduce the cost of
agriculture credit has been extended to loans given for
farm investments. NABARD's refinance support to
banks for investment credit carries interest rates of
about 850% per annum, making the cost of loans at
ultimate borrower level in the range of 12-14% per
annum. The huge gap between interest rates of crop
loans and investment loans has become a major
disincentive for farminvestments.

Govt. has set up Long Term Rural Credit Fund in
NABARD with annual contributions out of deficit in
commercial banks' lending to agriculture. NABARD
has been using this Fund for giving investment credit
refinance at a lower rate for a maximum period upto 5
years. However, the impact of LTRCF in the cost of
funds of SCARDBs is not significant as the share of
LTRCF in the total funding support from NABARD is

small.

There has been significant increase in the area of
irrigated farm landsin the last 10 years. However,about
50% of the total area under cultivation is still rain-fed.
Financing agriculture especially under rain-fed
conditions involves high risk. At present, the entire risk
involved in farm financing is borne by lending
institutions resulting in high level of NPAs with them.
For large number of institutions in the cooperative
credit structure including ARDBs which cater mainly to
small and marginal farmers, the NPAs are beyond

tolerable level.

National Cooperative Agriculture & Rural

Development Banks’ Federation Ltd. (NAFCARD)

The Federation was established in 1960 as the National
Apex organization of Long Term Rural Cooperative
Credit Structure (LTCCS). Presently, the membership of
the Federation consists of 16 State Cooperative
Agriculture & Rural Development Banks (SCARDBS)
and 3 State Cooperative Banks (SCBs) without support
for Long Term Structure for credit. The Federation is

registered as a Multi-State Cooperative Society and is

one of the National Federations listed in the 2nd
schedule ofthe Act.

The principal objective of the Federation is to promote
interests for its members to attain their organizational
objectives & business goals and to promote mutual
understanding amongst members by providing a
common forum for discussing technical and practical
problems relating to their business operations and
devise ways and means for solving such problems,
based on self-help and mutual aid in accordance with
cooperative principles. The vision of the Federationis to
develop and strengthen its member institutionsand to
make them asresource based member driven financial
cooperatives, capable of helping their members to fully
realise their potential for undertaking income
generating activities in Farm and Non-Farm Sectors, in
extending financing and non-financial support.

The Federation strives to realise the above vision by
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extending a range of support services to member
banks for business diversification & expansion,
resource mobilization, upgradation of Human
Resources & technology and to achieve efficiency in

operations.

The activities of the Federation include coordinating
the working of ARDBs at national level, taking up legal
& policy issues with the Central and State Govts,
NABARD, RBI etc.,compilation & publishing of statistics
relating to LTCCS, organizing Seminars, Workshops,
study visits, training programmes, providing guidance
& advise on institutional development, business
diversification & expansion etc.

Computerization of ARDBS under Central Sector
scheme, internal reforms for streamlining loans &
recovery and expanding avenues for mobilizing
resources, business development plans etc, are
currently major areas of focusforthe Federation.

COOPERATIVE LONG TERM CREDIT STRUCTURE - OVERVIEW
v

At present the structure comprises of 16 SCARDBs of
which only13 are fully functional with a network of 1,851
PCARDBs/branches of SCARDBs at ground level.
These banks have a total membership of 92,97,613
rural households of which 30,43,178 have outstanding
loans. The Total Loans Outstanding and Borrowings
Outstanding of these banks as on 31.03.2025 were
X22,430.58 crores and X13,546.98 crores respectively.

Fully functional SCARDBs have total deposits of
X2,366.71 crores as on 31.3.2025 as against X2,234.27
crores as on 31.3.2024. Their total lending during 2024-
25 stood at X6,890.52 crores as against X5,798.54
crores during the previous year. Aggregate ground
level recoveries were 40.67% (As on 31 March 2025) as
against 41.40% last year.

Majorissues and challenges

LTCCSis primarily designed as non-resource based

lending agency.

- The institutions in the structure are not given
licence to function as banks coming under BR
Act and hence not allowed to raise resources
from the market like other rural financial

institutions.

- Depends heavily on NABARD's refinance for

resourcesforlending.

- The refinance support of NABARD, however, is
steadily declining since the beginning of 2000s
due to difficulties in arranging state govt
guarantee and failure to meet eligibility

conditionsforrefinance based onriskrating.

- The Working Group on Enhancing the Share of
ARDBs in Investment Credit (2017) under the
chairmanship of Shri Y.C. Nanda, Ex-Chairman,
NABARD recommended NABARD to introduce
a new additional refinance product to extend
refinance to SCARDBs on the basis of their
unencumbered quality assets and other
qualitative norms without government
guarantee or collaterals. NABARD is yet to

implement thisrecommmendation.

Inability to advance crop loans to long term
borrowers affecting returns from farm

investmentsand loan repayment.

- The crop loan interest subvention scheme of
Govt of Indiais not extended to ARDBs.

- Long term borrowers of ARDBs generally are
unable to take crop loans from other agencies
astheirlandis pledged with ARDBs.

- Non availability of crop loans affects the income

and repaying capacity of these farmers.
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Deteriorating recovery climate

Aggregate recovery at the ground level has
been hovering around 50% in the last few years.

Though loans are secured by mortgage of land
recovery of loan by selling agricultural land is
difficultin many States.

Inability of the structure to give production
credit/working capital loans along with
investment credit deprives full benefit of
investments to borrowers who are not able to
accessshortterm loan from otheragencies.

In the absence of short term loan products and
saving products, ARDBs are unable to maintain
regular contact with borrowers which is
necessarytoimprove repayment.

Loan waivers, even when done as a one-time
measure to help farmers in distress, give rise to
expectations of further waivers in the future
leading to default even by those who have the
capacity to pay.

Exclusion of ARDBs from financial sector reforms.

The financial performance of the structure
started declining since 90s due to heavy
overdues in govt sponsored schemes, long
regime of regulated interest rates without
allowing adequate margins and
implementation of debt waiver scheme in 1990
by the Central Govt without fully reimbursing
theloanswritten offunder the scheme.

While financial sector reforms including
recapaitalisation since 90s helped Commercial
Banks, RRBs and STCCS to set off such losses,
ARDBs continue to remain excluded from
financial sector reforms.

Even though Vaidyanathan Task Force Il (2006)
recommended a revival package comprising of
reforms and recapitalization, the same was not
implemented.

through NABARD recommended RBI to
consider giving banking licence to SCARDBs

subject to prudential stipulationsand to frame
norms for the same. The Ministry of
Cooperation (MoC) on 06 December 2023
convened a joint meeting or RBI, NABARD,
NAFCARD & Gujarat SCARDB, which made an
application for banking licence to RBI, in
which RBI promised to consider the subject of
framing norms for giving banking licence to
ARDBs. However, RBI is yet to announce
norms for giving banking licence to SCARDBs.

Extending crop loan interest subvention
scheme to ARDBs - Non availability of crop
loans facility for its long term borrowers is a
serious issue in LTCCS affecting their income
and repaying capacity. MoC has already taken
up this issue with Ministry of Agriculture &
Farmers Welfare.

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Setting up Long Term Fund with NCDC in the
pattern of Long Term Rural Credit Fund
(LTRCF) of NABARD which has been set up out
of shortfall in commercial banks’ lending to
agriculture. This will help NCDC to provide
fundstorural credit cooperativesforlong term
agricultural lending at a significantly lower
interest rate than the market rate.

Extending DICGC insurance coverage to
deposits of ARDBs - Though ARDBs are
allowed to accept member deposits and term
deposits from public upto their net worth, not
much progress is made in deposit
mobilisation due to lack of insurance coverage

for deposits.

Membership of SCARDBs in CIBIL and Other
Credit Information Companies-Presently
SCARDBSs are not included in the list of Credit
Institutions, which are mandated to become
members of Credit Information Companies
under Section 2(f) of Credit Information
Companies (Regulation) Act, 2005. Exclusion
of SCARDBs from the membership of Credit
Information Companies also results in
exclusion of credit history of about 47 lakh
rural households, who have outstanding loans
of about 23,500 crores with ARDBs in
deciding their credit score. Consequently,
even wilful defaulters of ARDBs can easily avail
loans from other institutions based on the
credit score given to them by CIBIL or other
Credit Information Companies, which do not
reflect their credit history with ARDBs.
Membership of SCARDBs in Credit
Information Companies therefore, is
necessary to make the credit score given by
Credit Information Companies to such
borrowers of ARDBs more accurate and
reliable. It will also help ARDBSs to bring down

willful default in repayment of loans



significantly. It is seen that though SCARDBs
are not specifically mentioned in the definition
of Credit Institutions under Section 2(f) of
Credit Information Companies (Regulation)
Act, 2005, Section 2 (f)(vii) emnpowers Reserve
Bank of India to include “any other institution,
which the Reserve Bank may specify from
time to time for the purposes of this clause”.
The Federation, on the above background
represented to Reserve Bank of India to
consider including SCARDBs in the list of
Credit Institutions mandated to be admitted
as members of Credit Information Companies
in exercise of its powers under Section 2(f)(vii)
of Credit Information Companies (Regulation)
Act,2005.

(vii) Study on Reforms, Restructuring and

in ARDBs

Cooperation has undertaken a Study on

Innovations

- Ministry of
Reforms, Restructuring and Innovations in
ARDBs through NABCONS of NABARD. The
Study Report exhaustively covers all the issues
in the sector and made recommendations to
address them. Currently, the study report is
under consideration of Ministry of
Cooperation. MoC has convened three
meetings (on 11th &13th December 2023 and 21
March 2024) to discuss the recommmendations.
The action plan with timeline for
implementing the recommendations of the
Study Group isexpected to be finalised soon.
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(viii) ARDBs are the oldest term lending institutions
in the country having more than 100 years'
experience in financing farm infrastructure.
However, Agri Infrastructure Fund Scheme
which provides the benefits of interest
subvention and credit guarantee support to
farmers is not extended to ARDBs. Steps may
be taken to extend the Agri Infrastructure
Fundto SCARDBs.
(ix) Reformsin the refinance policies of NABARD -
Waiving the condition of government
guarantee/pledging fixed deposits equivalent
to135%, for giving refinance even in the case of
SCARDB:s in the low risk category, reversing
the trend of continuous decline in yearly
allocation of refinance to SCARDBs by
tightening eligibility norms, making provision
to support production credit/working capital
needs of borrowers, broadening the purposes
eligible for refinance to cover the diverse credit
needs of rural households, sharing of risk in
agricultural lending etc. are some of the
reforms required in the refinance policies of
NABARD concerning ARDBs. However,
NABARD is steadfast in resisting the demand
for reforms in refinance and continue to
remain non responsive to recommendations
by various Committees in this regard
including the latest study on ‘Reforms,
in ARDBS,

instituted by the Ministry of Cooperation.

Business Development Plans of SCARDBs

The Business Development Plans for the sector
formulated by the Federation last year is under
implementation. According to the Business
Development Plans prepared by the Federation, the
aggregate loan disbursements of ARDBs during 2024-
25 was projected at ¥9805.00 crores, which included

Short term loan component of I3000.00 crore.

However, IRMA in its study report on Business Growth
in LTCCS during Amrit Kaal projected aggregate
advances by SCARDBs during 2024-25 at 6377.00
crores. The details of IRMA projections for business
growth from 2024-25 to 2047-48 are appended to the
Annual Report. Against the target of Y6377.00 crores
during 2024-25, the aggregate advances by SCARDBs
upto February 2025 stood at X5776.00 crores.



Computerisation of ARDBs under Centrally
Sponsored Project of ‘Strengthening of
Cooperatives through IT Interventions’

The Government of India vide commmunication dt. 6th
October 2023, announced implementation of the
Centrally Sponsored Project of “Strengthening of
Cooperatives through IT Interventions” with separate
components for computerisation of ARDBs and
Development of digital portal and computerisation of

offices of Registrar of Cooperative Societiesand Uts.

The computerisation scheme for ARDBs covered 1851
operational units of ARDBs in 13 states where the
structure is fully functional with a total financial outlay
of RM119.40 crores with component-wise break-up, as
below.

While Govt of India will bear the entire cost of X15.51
crores towards customization of software with cyber
security and data centre, 25% of the total estimated
cost of 103.89 crores for other 3 components will be
borne by ARDBs and the remaining 75% which comes
to X77.91 crores will be borne by Govt of India and State
Govts in the ration of 60:40 in General States, 90:10 in
Northeast and Hilly states and 80:20 for UTs with
legislature and100% in UTS without legislature.

NABARD will be the implementing agency and the
Scheme will be implemented over a period of three
years including handholding and support for the next
twoyears. National Software for PACSs shall be utilized
for computerization of ARDBs with customization
being done by national level PACSs Software Vendor.
The total hardware requirement is estimated for 4127
units, the state-wise breakup, which is given below.

Study on Reforms, Restructuring and Innovations in
ARDBs

Instituting the study on Reforms, Restructuring and
Innovations in ARDBs through NABCONS was one of
the important initiatives taken by the Ministry of
Cooperation to strengthen institutions in LTCCS.
NABCONS study team submitted its report in June
2023, The study team recommended wide ranging
policy and legal reforms in LTCCS for removing the
present restrictions and constraints in their
functioning, particularly in raising resources, meeting
the credit needs of members adequately, recovery of
loans and also to upgrade human resources and digital
infrastructure for improving operational efficiency and
transparency. The study team also recommended a
financial package for recapitalisation of institutions in
the structure, which suffered huge losses in the past
due to policies of the State and Central Govt, but was

singularly unfortunate to get any financial support
from the Govt to make good such losses unlike other
sectorsincluding STCCS.

The Ministry convened 3 Joint Meetings on the
recommendations of the study team with NABARD
and the Federation to prioritize and fixing timeline for
implementing the recommendations. The
Government however, informed its disapproval of the
financial package recommended by the study team in
Chapter-17 of the report as that was not included in the
Terms of Reference of the study. Subsequently, in a
surprising development, NABARD made a separate set
restructuring of ARDBs.
These recommendations of NABARD is now included
in the report as Chapter-17 by replacing the original
Chapter-17 on Financial Package.

Restructuring Options - Impact on flow of Long Term
Credit to Agriculture

Merger and liquidation will mark the end of existing
channel in the Cooperative Sector for Long term credit
tofarmerseveninstateslike Keralawhere the structure
is performing well. After merger, SCARDBs and
PCARDBs which are substantially viable will become
part of SCBsand DCCBsrespectively. Direct operations
of SCBs and DCCBs mostly confine to urban areas and
their rural outreach is through PACS. In other words,
once LTCCS become non-existent through mergerand
liguidation, the SCBs and DCCBs are expected to
perform the role of ARDBs i.e. advancing Long term
agricultural loans through PACS. However, PACS
generally are shy of Long term agricultural lending,
especially in states where LTCCS exists at present. The
restructuring plan appears to have not considered this
aspect as it doesn’t have a component to enhance the
capability and preparedness of PACS to carry out Long
term agricultural lending in a big way. Moreover, with
the adoption of new common byelaws, PACS are
expected to involve intensively in non-credit activities.
Under the circumstance, the proposed restructuring
plan to dissolve LTCCS in most of the States will have
disastrous consequence on the flow of Long term
agricultural creditto farmers.

Liquidation of PCARDBs - Financial implication for
SCARDBs

The proposed restructuring plan involves liquidation of
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324 PCARDBs in 7 States. In 2022-23, these 7 SCARDBs
had outstanding loans of about Rs.11000 crore with
PCARDBs recommended for liquidation. In the event
of liquidation of PCARDBs, SCARDBs in these States
have to make full provision against loans advanced to
those 324 PCARDBs by treating it as lost assets. With
full provisioning against the loans given to PCARDBs
being liquidated, SCARDBs in all these States will end
up in huge losses, which makes their merger with the
SCBdifficult. Inshort, options of merger or liquidation
of institutions in LTCCS based on whether they have
accumulated losses at present is not practical and
feasible.

Need to strengthen LTCCS through reforms

The Board of the Federation has suggested that MOC
may take steps toimplement the reforms suggested in
Chapter-16 of the report, to give both SCARDBs and
PCARDBs a favourable legal and policy environment
for improving their performance and financial position
along with computerization which is already in
progress. The reforms recommended in the report will
help most of the institutions in the structure to attain
sustainable viability over a period of 3to 5years.

State and Central Government should also consider
giving SCARDBs financial support based on state level
revival action plan. The extent of such support will be
only a fraction of the financial liability on the State Govt
for implementing the restructuring options of merger
and liquidation proposed in the modified draft report.

Agroforestry is being promoted as an important
activity during IYC 2025. ARDBs will promote
planting of trees by farmers financed by the bank,
will be encouraged and supported to undertake
tree planting along the boundaries of their
agricultural fields, which apart fromm being an
additional source of income helps to moderate
temperature levels in the farmland. ARDBs will
collaborate with the Department of Forest and
Environment in the States in selecting planting
materials and arranging supply of suitable varieties
for agroforestry of trees, which can be harvested
within 5-7 years. This activity is being undertaken on
anongoing programsthroughouttheyear.

5) Hoisting of Cooperative Flag

Member institutions being advised to hoist
Cooperative Flag on the International Cooperative
Day, Foundation Day of Ministry and all days during
Cooperative Week and in the events being
organized as part of IYC2025.

NCDC Funding Support to SCARDBs

The Federation has been requesting NCDC to extend
Long term loans to ARDBs as the availability of
refinance from NABARD is not available to all SCARDBs
and wherever available, is not sufficient to meet the
credit needs of members and to attain viable business
levels by ARDBs. The NCDC has formulated a Scheme
for extending Long term financial assistance to
agricultural credit cooperatives towards their onward
lending of Long term loans. The Federation hasalready
circulated the scheme to member banks to avail the
Long term funding support from NCDC for their
businessdiversification and expansion.

Following arethe highlights of the Scheme.

1) Maximum period of Loan:

5 years repayable in 10 half yearly instalments with
interest.



2) Interestrate:

NCDC's interest rates are market related, which is
currently about 10%, which however, can be fixed in
the range of 9.5 to 9.75%, as discussed with M.D,
NCDC, depending on the financial strength of the
borrowing bank.

3) Purpose:

The loan can be used for advancing loans to farmers
forany purposesinagriculture and rural sectors.

4) Eligibility for direct loans to SCARDBS:

(i) There should not be any erosion in paid up share
capital.

(i) Should not have incurred yearly net losses during
thelast3years.

5) Securityfor NCDC Loan:

The Bank has to provide any one or a combination of
following assecurity for loan.

(i) GovernmentGuarantee.

(i) Bank guarantee by any scheduled Bank including
State Cooperative Bank or District Cooperative
Bank.

(iiilMortgage of fixed assets including land and

building.
(iv) Pledge of Fixed Deposits.

UNION BUDGET 2025

Economic survey 2025 observed that though
fundamentals of the economy are strong and robust
there are key challenges in achieving required growth
to realise the goal of ‘Viksit Bharat' in 2047. Slowdown
in investments and uncertainty in consumer demand
particularly urban middle class expenditure are
underlined asthe two major concerns.

The Finance Minister in the union budget 2025 which
was presented on the above background made a bold
andsincere attempttoaddressthese challenges.

The most talked about decision to raise income tax
exemption limit to 12 lakhs, apart from uplifting
middle class sentiments is expected to give much

NCDC also has a scheme for extending short term
Credit to Agricultural Cooperative which can be used
for advancing Jewel loans, sanctioning revolving credit
limit to long term borrowers and in general, to meet
any kind of Short Term credit needs to Long Term
borrowers of ARDBs. The shortterm loanswill be useful
toARDBsasinterim financeforinitial lending.

needed push in demand. The budget gives special
focus on Agriculture, MSMEs, Investment and Exports
as the four main engines of growth to reach the goal of
Viksit Bharat by 2047.

Productivity enhancement, crop diversification and
post-harvest value addition through storage and
supply chain are the thrust areas in agriculture. The
budget has proposed a number of programmes and
missions for achieving these objectives as part of along
term strategy to meet the food and nutrition needs of a
growing population and to become a major exporter of
food by 2047. A special programme to increase
agriculture productivity in 100 districts with low



productivity, covering 17 crore farmers under PM
Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi Yojana, rural prosperity and
resilience programme for creating full time
employment for all
programme to become self-sufficient in certain

in the rural sector, special

varieties of pulses such as Tur, Urad and Masoor, whose
production is short of domestic demand, a special
programme for fruits and vegetables to ensure
remunerative prices to farmers, developing high
yielding pest resistant and climate resilient seeds,
sustainable harnessing of fisheries with focus on
Andaman & Nicobar and Lakshadweep Islands, special
programme for improving productivity of cotton are
some of the major programmes announced in the
budget.

To improve availability of credit, the government has
announced increasing the loan limit of Kisan Credit
Card with interest subvention from X3 lakh to X5 lakh, a
bigger role for India Post in financial inclusion through
its network of 1.5 lakh rural post offices and enhanced
support to NCDC to expand the lending activities of
cooperative sector.

MSMEs sector which provides employmentto 5.7 crore
people and accounting for 36% of manufacturing and
45% of exports is considered as one of the major
engines of the government. It is proposed to enhance
the investment and turnover limits for classification of
MSMEs by 25 and 2 times respectively. Credit
guarantee cover to MSMEs has been increased to 10
crore and in the case of start-ups to 20 crore with
reduced guarantee fee of 1%.

Investments and Exports are the other two major
engines of growth listed in the budget. The budget
proposed to accelerate investments in human
resource in a big way and identified important areas
like nutrition and support to children, improving
infrastructure and quality of school education, skill
development ofyouths, etc. as areas of focus.

The budget proposes to boost investments in
infrastructure through PPP mode and through
support to State governments by providing 50 year
interest free loans. Jal Jeevan Mission for providing

drinking water which has already covered 80% of the
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population and will continue to cover 100% of the
population by 2028.

Itisalso proposed toset up Urban Challenge Fund of X1
lakh crore to convert cities as growth hubs, speeding
up power sector reforms to increase distribution
deficiency and improving financial health of electricity
boards, nuclear energy mission to generate minimum
100 GW nuclear energy by 2047 and developing small
modular reactors indigenously. In shipping, ship
building is identified as a priority area. Government will
also set up Maritime Development Fund. The UDAN
better regional
connectivity. Tourism development including
developing top 50 tourist centres and generating
quality jobs for youths in tourism, etc. are other
important areasidentified for accelerated investments.
Budget also gives special focus on investments for
innovations and has listed a number of areas for the

Scheme will be modified for

same.

Export is listed as the fourth engine of growth in the
budget. The budget contains a number of proposals to
boost exports in order to minimise the widening gap
between exports and inputs. Ensuring better access to
export credit, incentives to MSMEs for increasing
exports, setting up digital public infrastructure for
trade documentation, supporting domestic
manufacturing sector for integration with global
supply chains, developing warehousing facilities for air
cargo to boost export of horticultural produce, etc. are
the major proposals for promoting exports.

The budget proposes to take forward financial sector
reforms further through a number of new initiatives.
Raising FDI in insurance from 74% to 100%, expanding
services of India Post Payment Bank, credit expansion
by National Bank for Financing Infrastructure and
Development (NaBFID), developing Grameen Credit
Score framework to meet the credit needs of SHGs and
rural sector are among the major proposals to deepen
financial sector reforms.

Budget also proposes to constitute a high level

committee for non-financial sector reforms for
improving ease of doing business and to address

slowdown in investments. The budget seeks to bring



down fiscal deficit to 4.4% in 2025-26 from estimated
4.8%in 2024-25. The total expenditure projected during
2025-26 is 50.65 lakh crore which will be met out of
total receipts (excluding borrowings) of 34.96 lakh
crore with afiscal deficit of R15.69 lakh crore.

Planning, Research and Development (PRD) Cell
Activities during 2024-25

(A)CONFERENCES, TRAINING PROGRAMMES,
WORKSHOPS, SEMINARS & STUDIES

1) Conference on Reforms, Restructing and
Innovationsin ARDBS’

The Federation organized a Conference on 24th
October 2024, to deliberate on the modified draft
report of the study on ‘Reforms, Restructuring and
Innovations in ARDBs'. The Conference which was
attended by representatives of all SCARDBS, resolved
tocommunicate to the Ministry of Cooperation, Govt of
India, the following views on the modified report.

The Federation firmly disagrees with the
restructuring options of merger and liquidation
proposed in Chapter-17 of the modified report at
this stage. The Federation, particularly disagrees
with the proposal to liquidate the entire structure in
Himachal Pradesh with steadily improving financial
position and performance both at apex and
PCARDB level in recent years. Similarly, liquidating
all PCARDBSs having accumulated losses including
those who have improved performance and
progressively brought down losses in the last 3-5
years in various States is not justifiable. Itis also felt
that the restructuring proposal has not considered
the impact of liquidating PCARDBSs on the viability
of SCARDBs which is the sole funding agency of
PCARDBs.

Federation agrees with all the recommendations
relating to reforms contained in Chapter-16 of the
modified report and request that these
recommendations may be implemented as per the
timeline proposed by NABARD.

Further, the Conference requested the Govt to
consider following facts before taking a final decision
on restructuring options mentioned in Chapter-17 of
the modified report.

The exclusion of LTCCS from the financial sector
reforms started in 90s which strengthened other
sectors, is the main reason for the weaknesses of
LTCCS.

The Central Government did not take any action to
implement recommendations by Vaidyanathan
task Force Il for strengthening LTCCS even after
announcingitsimplementation in 2008-09.

The Conference onthe above backgroundviewsthe
recoommendations under the acronym ‘BHARAT' in
Chapter-16 of the report along with
Computerization of ARDBs which is already in
progress, as the only opportunity for SCARDBs and
PCARDBs to improve their performance and
financial position.

The sector should be given this opportunity which is
available for the first time in its long history before
considering the options of merger and liquidation.
As per timeline indicated by NABARD, 51
recommendations in Chapter-16 can be
implemented within 2 years while most of them can
be implemented in the short term of 6 months and
medium term of 12 months.

Along with reforms as envisaged in Chapter-16 and
Computerisation, the State and Central Govts may
also consider extending critical financial support to
LTCCS to restore borrowing capacity of SCARDBs
and PCARDBSs at adequate level. In fact, there is a
strong case for such financial support as most part
of the losses incurred by the Structure was due to
the policies of Central and State government
including assigning of directed credit programmes
in the 70s and 80s, shortfall in reimbursing amount
written off under Rural Debt Waiver Scheme of GOI
in 1990 and under various debt waiver schemes
implemented by State Govts afterwards, etc.

The Conference expectsthatimplementation ofthe
recommendations listed in Chapter-16 along with
computerization and arrangements for enhanced
refinance by NABARD/NCDC will substantially
improve performance and financial position of
SCARDBsand PCARDBsin all States. ARDBsshould
be given minimum 3 year time after completion of
the implementation of the said recommendations



to reap the benefit of reforms and become
sustainablyviable.

A detailed assessment of the impact of reforms may
be carried out by the Govt and NABARD after the
said 3 year period since completing the
implementation of reforms recommended in
Chapter-16 and a final decision on merger/
liguidation may be taken on the basis of the said
assessment.

(2) IYC 2025 National Seminar

NAFCARD organized the IYC 2025 National Seminar on
27.03.2025 at Chennai, Tamil Nadu in conjunction with
the 178th Meeting of the Board of Management on
26.03.2025. The main objective of the Seminar was to
enhance the role of ARDBs in agricultural, rural
development and contribution to sustainable
development goals and to prepare member banks for
an enhanced role in achieving sustainable
development goals. Dr. Moinul Hassan, Vice Chairman,
Shri K.K. Ravindran,
Managing Director presented the theme paper on
‘Cooperatives Build Better World'. Dr. K. Shivaji,
Additional Registrar of Cooperative Societies (Retd.)

chaired the Seminar session.

made a presentation on Contributions of Cooperatives
to Sustainable Development and Social Change. ShriM.
Murugan, Additional Registrar and Managing Director,
Tamil Nadu CSARDB presented the success story of
Tamil Nadu CSARDB in achieving turnaround by
almost 90% of PCARDBs in the State from losses to
profitin the last 3 years. The Seminar was attended by
30 participants consisting of Chairmen, CEOs and
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Senior Officersof member banks ofthe Federation.

The Federation has prepared background Notes for IYC
2025, with information which includes the context and
content of IYC 2025 and action plan of LTCCS during
IYC,wasreleased inthe Seminar.

(3) 1YC2025 Activitiesduring the year

As per guidelinesissued by the Ministry of Cooperation,
the Federation convened the Online Meeting with
member banks on12th February 2025, to finalise action
plan at State level. The Online meeting was attended
by 28 representatives of member banks including
Chairmen and CEOs. Shri Dolar Kotecha, Chairman
chaired the meeting and Shri K.K. Ravindran,
Managing Director made presentation on IYC 2025
including background, objectives and guidelines for
preparing action plan. Action plan was finalized
consisting of 10 State level Seminars, 2 National
Seminars (of which one will be a Webinar) onIYC theme
‘Cooperatives Build a Better World' and following sub-
themesrelevantto LTCCS.

(2) Enhancing Contributions of LTCCS to Sustainable

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The Federation has recently finalised the Social Media
engagement and Outreach Action Plan based on
guidelines issued by the Ministry of Cooperation.

Haryana SCARDB
reduced their losses substantially fromm X518.77
croresin2023-24to 312418 croresduring the year.

Non-Performing Assets (NPA)

The gross NPAs of SCARDBs during the year
remained almost at the same level of 39%. Only
Kerala and Pondicherry could contain the NPA at
tolerable levels of 13.39% and 2.82% respectively.
While gross NPAs of all other SCARDBs stood
above 20%.

Recovery Position

DCB Position of SCARDBs indicate a slight decline

The total membership of 13 fully functional
SCARDBs during the year stood at 92.98 lakhs
from 99.30 lakhs in 2024-25.

(31.3.2024) to 30.43 lakhs (31.3.2025), in view of
major reduction in numbers (5.90 lakhs) of Tamil
Nadu CSARDB which constitutes to 6.36% decline
in overall membership of banks. Similarly, the
number of Non-borrowing membership also
decreased by 9.59 lakhs during 2024-25 at 50.16
lakhsasagainst 59.76 lakhs during 2023-24.
